Management Scheme on the Display of
Roadside Non-commercial Publicity Materials (the Scheme)
Report of Results of 18 District Council Consultation

Objective

This paper aims to report to Central & Western District Council members
about the 18 District Councils’ major views on the Scheme and to report the progress.

Background .
In order to improve the present sifuation of display of roadside
non-commercial publicity materials, Lands Department had proposed the Scheme and
consulied the 18 District Council from July this year. The consultations had now
completed, The District Councils’ views were consolidated in a table and District
Councils members would be briefed in the coming two months. They would also be
informed about the progress of the Scheme, including the arrangements during the
transition period and details of the temporary management scheme based on the

majority view of 18 District Councils. For details, please refer to the attached
appendices.

Proposal

~ Apart from the poinis containing in the temporary management scheme, this
department suggests the following additional points: -

(I} Not fo permit non-profit making bodies putting up of publicity materials
pertaining to all sorts of training course. Publicity materials of one-off
activities were not affected.

(2)  For administrative convenience and simplifying the application process, spots
for public use will be assorted into groups of 5 under 2 categories: groups
covering are electoral sub-district and group covering overall DC areas -

(3)  The approval number and effective period must be shown with alphabets digit
of not smaller than 2.5 x 2.5 cm each on the top right hand earner of each
publicity materials.

District Council members are invited to comment on the additional points (1),
(2) and (3} and reaffirm whether not there is objection to the 3 additional points.

Management Scheme on the Display of Roadside

Non-commercigl Publicity Materials

1. Choice of Designated Spots

Legislative Council members and District Council members can choose their own
designated spots for hanging publicity materials, provided road safety and the
amenities of the city will not be adversely affected. Other users’ designated spots

will be determined jointly by District Councils, District Offices and District Lands
Offices.

2. Allocation of Desipnated Spots

Each Legislative Council member wil] be allocated a total of 18 designated
spots.  For Functional Constituency and Election Committee Subsectors, each
member will be allocated one designated spot in each of the 18 districts
territory~wide. For Geographical Constituency Subsectors, each member will be
allocated a total of 18 designated spots within his/her constituency.

Each District Council member including the appointed members and ex-officio

members will be allocated up to a maximum of 10 designated spots in his/her
own district.

Each District Council and its committees will be allocated not less than 5
designated spots within the district,

Other Government Departments including District Offices will be allocated 15
designated spots per district within the 18 districts.

For members of the public, there will be a minimum of 60 designated spots per
district for publicity material serving the local district. Each sueccessful
applicant will be allocated a maximum of 5 designated spots.

A minimum of 30 designated spots within each of the 18 districts will cater for

members of the public for display of publicity material serving the community
as a whole,



(g) Individuals and organizations falling within (a), (b) and (c) will be given priority
in choosing their designated spots.

(h) Members of the public not falling within (a), (b), (c) and (d) will be given
priority when applying for designated spots specified in (¢) and ).

Term

The block approval for 2(a), (b) and (¢) will normally cover the length of their term,

The approval for 2(d) to (f) will cover a display period of two calendar months less the
last 2 days,

Size of Publicity Materials

The size of the publicity materials to be displayed shall not exceed 1 metre in height
and 2.5 metres in length. ‘

1ocation of Designated Spots

Publicity materials will be allowed to face both the pavement and the roadway except
for expressways. In case of an expressway, publicity materials will only be allowed to

face the pavement. Publicity materials facing both the pavement and the roadway
will be counted as two designated spots.

Road Safety Code

(a) For road safety purpose, designated spots cannot be located above flyovers or
footbridges, central divide of roads and within 30 metres at the traffic upstream
of govemment built pedestrian crossings.  Government built pedestrian
crossings include one or more than one of the following facilities:

(i) Signal-controlled Crossing;
(ii) Zebra Crossing;
(iii) Cautionary Crossing;

If the position of the publicity material is located to the front of minor road
before the intersection of a major and a minor road (i.e. within the minor road)
which does not block the view of drivers, there is no need to observe the
30-metre safety clearance limit,

7. Content of Publicity Materials

Only publicity materials bearing the following contents will be permitted to display at
the designated spots:

Events of a public interest or non-commercial activities.

Promoting community services.

Publicity materials of District Council/LegCo Members and Political Parties

outside election periods, which provide information of general interest and
benefit to the public.

Publicity materials containing names and logos of commercial firms sponsoring
non-profit public activities are subject to prior approval of District Lands Officer
and the total size of the names and logos shall not be larger than one tenth of the
area of the publicity material.

The contents of all publicity materials to be displayed shall be in compliance
with the laws of the Hong Kong Special Administration Region and that no
publicity materials of an obscene or objectionable nature shall be displayed.

If an applicant agrees, other people’s name can be included in the publicity
materials.

8. Processing Time of Applications

Duly completed applications shall be submitted no later than one month before
the date the applicant intends the display to commence. Lands Department
cannot guarantee that the process of incomplete applications and applications
submitted less than one month before the date the applicant intends the display
to commence will be completed before that day.

When there are competing applicants for a designated spot, a ballot will be
conducted by District Land Offices to determine the successful applicant. All
applicants will be invited to witness the process.

All applicants will be notified of the results in writing, No fee will be charged
for all applications.

All successful applicants will be allocated an approval number and approval

period. A list of successful applicants will be displayed at the local District
Lands Office and District Office.

District Lands Office reserves the right to allocate those vacant designated spots
to any applicanis/organizations as he/she deems fit.

All applications and approvals for display of publicity materials will be
temporarily suspended or revoked during election periods.

Each District Lands Office will have a contact telephone number for the purpose

of answering applicaiits’ or public enquiries and complaints during normal office
hours.

9. Display and Managemeﬁt of Publicity Materials

Each publicity material to be displayed is required to bear on its top right hand
corner the approval number and the approval period. The publicity materials
must be displayed at their designated spots. Their contents must be the same as
described in the application form.

Each publicity material shall be firmly and separately fastened so that it will not

dangle in the wind; and shall not cause obstruction to pedestrians and vehicular
traffic.

The use of wire and nail for fixing the publicity materials onto any highway
structure, railing, barrier, fence, post or any other street furniture is strictly
prohibited. In the event of non-fulfilment of this condition, the publicity
materials will be removed without any prior notice and the owner of which shall
pay to the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region the
cost of making good any damage done to Government properties.

The applicant is entirely responsible for the publicity materials and agrees to
indemnify and keep indemnified the Government of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region and or any of its officers against all actions, proceedings,
claims and demands arising out of or in connection with the permission granted
by District Lands Officer to display the publicity materials.

The applicant must follow the terms and conditions imposed by District Lands
Officer that he/she considers appropriate.

No commercial advertisements shall be permitted.

Apart from histher own district, Council members can display publicity
materials in other districts,

Upon expiry of the approved period of display, the publicity materials shall be
removed immediately by the applicants. Any publicity materials not so
removed will be cleared and disposed of by the Director of Food and
Environmental Hygiene (DFEH). DEFH will take legal action against the
applicant concerned and claim the removal expenses from him/her.

DFEH will remove the publicity materials of a successful applicant displayed
outside the designated spots or those which obstruct public access and its repair
and improvement works. DFEH will take legal action against the applicant
concerned and claim the removal expenses from him/her.

Publicity materials which are unauthorized or affect emergency repair works
shall be removed immediately without prior notification, Unauthorized
publicity materials shall not be returned to the owners. DFEH may take legal

action against the owner of the publicity materials concerned and claim the
removal expenses from him/her,

The staff of District Lands Offices will patrol the designated spots to detect
irregularities,

District Lands Officers will handle all complaints.
