Dear Executive Committee of the Union,

According to the information provided before, 3,000 more students
will be using Centennial Campus, implying a large increase in pedestrian flow
rate in Pokfulam Road. Therefore, the new footbridge aiming at relieving
traffic pressure is proposed. However we are very doubtful for the

effectiveness of the footbridge. These concerns lead us to question the
construction of the bridge.

Undoubtedly, the proposed footbridge will enable hallmates to get to
the new campus more conveniently. However, if the base of the bridge is
between the lawn and traffic light, it would definitely lead to several
immediate impacts: a new bottleneck might be formed in rush hours because
users from hall villages will have to walk past a crowded bus-stop and a
minibus-stop with a very long line, to access the bridge, resulting in more
inconvenient passageway in front of Lady Ho Tung Hall.

Moreover, both air and noise pollutions will negatively affect on the
life of hallmates during the construction period. After it built, the privacy of
the hallmates on the lower floors cannot be guaranteed, as the pedestrians
on the bridge will have easy access to keep their eyes to the inside the
building due to near distance between the footbridge and our hall. With an
increased flow rate by the side of the hall and no privacy guaranteed, it is

difficult to insist on improving the life quality of hallmates by building a new
footbridge. I

More seriously, the proposed method of building the footbridge will
need to destroy large part of the lawn, which is one of Ho Tung Three
Treasures, letting current students and graduates be concerned on this issue.
As the only natural garden at the University, the Lawn has been a place at
which hallmates can have rest together, and it accompanied Lady Ho Tung
Hall for much longer time than any hallmates, giving us unforgettable
memories. When everyone is concerning the protection of heritage, we really
cannot see the point to destroy this heritage of the hall and the university.

Therefore, the previous proposal of building a new footbridge will not
only have negative impact on hallmates’ life but also eliminates the Lawn,
and the concern will be growing even more serious as it will affect the life of
new-comers and the people live nearby. So we do hope that our concerns

towards the footbridge will be considered. Looking forward to hear the
progress of the footbridge,
