Notes of the First Meeting of the Eastern District Council


The First Meeting of the Eastern District Council (EDC) was held on 4 January 2008 and the major items discussed were summarized as follows:

I. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Eastern District Council  (EDC Paper No. 1/08)
TING Yuk-chee, Christina, SBS, JP and CHUNG Shu-kun, Christopher, MH, JP were elected uncontested as Chairman and Vice Chairman respectively of the Eastern District Council for the term 2008 - 2011.
II. Formation of Committees under the Eastern District Council
(EDC Paper No. 2/08)

After discussion, Councillors endorsed the formation of the following six Committees under the EDC :
(1)  District Facilities Management Committee (DFMC)
(2) Culture, Leisure and Community Building Services Committee (CLCBSC)
(3)  Traffic and Transport Committee (TTC) 
(4)  Food, Environment and Hygiene Committee (FEHC) 

(5)  Planning, Works and Housing Committee (PWHC)
(6) Vetting Committee (VC)
and two Task Groups, i.e. “Task Group on Festival Celebrations” and “Task Group on Publicity about the Work of Eastern District Council” 
III. Endorsement of Allocation of EDC Funds
 (EDC Paper No.3/08)
    After discussion, Councillors confirmed the allocation and proposal of funds and the activity programmes as contained in the above paper and endorsed the seven applications for funds. 
IV. Confirmation of the list of Government representatives invited to attend the Eastern District Council’s meetings regularly
(EDC Paper No. 4/08)
     After discussion, Councillors endorsed the list of public officers invited to attend the Eastern District Council’s meetings regularly as proposed in the above paper and added in the list the representative of the Fire Services Department (who will attend the meeting when needed).
V.   Meet-the-Public Scheme
      (EDC Paper No. 6/08)
      After discussion, Councillors agreed to modify the mode of operation of Meet-the-Public Scheme whereby the Secretariat would refer the case to the concerned Councillor so as to make an appointment with the public.  The Task Group on Publicity about the Work of Eastern District Council would follow up with the operation details of this Scheme. 
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
