I. Part I

The District Officer of the Islands District presided over the meeting, as required by section 62(4) of the District Councils Ordinance until the Chairman and Vice-chairman are elected. The District Officer reminded members of the following:
1. The Chairman and Vice-chairman of the district council are to be elected by members amongst themselves at the meeting, following procedures stipulated in Schedule 5 of the District Councils Ordinance (Cap 547).

2. No proxy is to be accepted as the election of the chairman and vice-chairman is to be elected by members present, and
3. Members can nominate or second only one member as candidate for the office of chairman and vice-chairman, but not the member himself or herself.
Election of the Chairman of the Islands District Council

The District Officer of the Islands District declared that only one nomination form had been received. As no further nomination was received, the District Officer declared at 3:07pm that the nomination for the office of chairman of the Islands District Council officially closed.
