Memorandum of the Sai Kung District Council

Progress Report of the Sai Kung District Council
Housing and Development Committee(2005 and 2006)

The first to sixth meetings (2005-06) of the Sai Kung District Council (SKDC) Housing and Development Committee (the Committee) was held on 26 April, 21 June, 16 August, 12 October, 6 December 2005 and 7 February 2006.  The major issues discussed are summarised below:-
Requesting the Hong Kong Housing Authority (HKHA) to Resume the Sale of Vacant Home Ownership Scheme Flats as soon as Practicable

2.
Members were concerned about the resumption of sale of vacant Home Ownership Scheme (HOS) flats.

3.
The representative of the Housing Department (HD) explained the policy of not resuming the sale of vacant Home Ownership Scheme flats before the end of 2006 to members.
Requesting the Housing Department to tackle the Inadequate Supply of Flushing Water in Certain Buildings in Kin Ming Estate

4.
Members were concerned about the inadequate supply of flushing water in some buildings in Kin Ming Estate and suggested the Water Supplies Department (WSD) to closely liaise with the HD to meet the needs of residents.

5.
The representative of the WSD explained and the Committee was satisfied with how the problem was tackled.

Requesting Hong Kong Housing Authority to Inspect and Reinstate the Wall Tiles in the Corridors of Yu Ming Court without Delay

6.
Members noted that the tiles reinstating works for the walls and floors of Yu Ming Court were completed by the end of July 2005.  For the repair of the holdfasts of aluminium windows at ceiling, it was completed by the end of October 2005. 

7.
Members were satisfied with the relevant handling methods.  
Exploring the Problem of Spalling Wall Tiles in the Housing Estates in Tseung Kwan O (TKO)

8.
The representative of the HD briefed members on the future work strategy of the HD’s task force and indicated that the relevant reinstating works in housing estates in TKO with relatively serious problem of spalling wall tiles were completed by the end of 2005.  
9.
Members were satisfied with the HD’s handling methods.  

Urging the Government to Pave the Sidewalks in Sai Kung and TKO with Reusable Bricks Progressively

10.
Members noted the latest progress of brick-laying conduced by the Highways Department (HyD) on the sidewalks of Yan King Road in TKO.

11.
Members were satisfied that the HyD had plans to pave all the sidewalks in Sai Kung and TKO with reusable bricks.
Requesting the Board of Management of the Chinese Permanent Cemeteries (BMCPC) to Conduct a Vigorous and In-depth Study on the Feasibility of Making the Proposed Footpath Connecting Junk Bay Chinese Permanent Cemetery Taking the Route of Wilson Trail

Representatives of the Home Affairs Bureau and the BMCPC briefed members on the findings of the further study.                 

13.
The Committee enquired about and commented on the report.            

Quality Housing Management Competition
14.
Members decided to jointly organise the Quality Housing Management Competition (the Competition) with SKDO and Sai Kung District Fire Safety Committee, and to appoint Mr. HO Man-kit as the representative of the HDC to attend the preparation meetings and follow up the relevant work.

15.
Members noted that the Competition officially accepted the sending in of entries from 9 to 27 September 2005.  There were all altogether 27 residents’ organisations that sent in their entries.  The assessment exercise was conducted on five working days between 31 October and 11 November 2005.  The prizes were divided into four levels, namely diamond, gold, silver and bronze.  Members of the Assessment Committee of the Competition had conducted assessment in 27 participating housing estates in October 2005.  The result was announced on 7 January 2006.                    

Project Design of Area 73B, TKO

The representative of the HD briefly introduced the project design and amended project options of Area 73B, TKO to members.

Members enquired about and commented on the issue.

Maintenance regarding Holdfasts of Aluminium Windows at the Ceiling in Yue Wing House, Yue Ming Court

Members were concerned about the progress of maintenance conducted by the HD regarding the holdfasts of aluminium windows at the ceiling in Yue Wing House, Yue Ming Court.

Request for Discussing the Manning Scale in the Outsourced Management Contract of Housing Department

19.
The representative of the Hau Tak Estate Management Advisory Committee briefly introduced the features of the HD’s outsourced management contract to members.  The representatives of the HD and New City Property Management Co. Ltd. responded to the issue.

Members enquired about and commented on the issue.

The Discussion Paper on Dirty Flushing Water of the Housing Estates in           TKO South

The representative of the WSD explained to members the reasons for dirty flushing water of the housing estates in TKO South.

Members enquired about and commented on the issue.

Requesting the Housing Department to keep on following up the SDLP of Beverly Garden

23.
Members noted that the HD was actively taking follow-up actions on the SDLP of Beverly Garden.            

Requesting the Housing Department or the Link to promptly arrange the Inspection of all Drain Pipes/Drains/Sand Pits in Sheung Tak Carpark (Carpark A) and take Prompt Action in dealing with the Blockage

Members noted that the HD and the Link Management Limited was actively taking follow-up actions on the blockage of drain pipes in Sheung Tak Estate.           

Working Group on Housing Affairs

25.
Members unanimously agreed to form the above Working Group.  Mr. Alfred AU Ning-fat was elected to be the convenor of the Working Group for the year.

26.
Members asked the Working Group to continue following up the issues listed below:
i. Request the Hong Kong Housing Society to conduct drainage pipe conversion works for Blocks 1 to 6 of Verbena Heights;

ii. Request the HD / Towngas Company to fulfill their obligation by providing free maintenance service speedily to tenants of Kwong Ming Court, TKO regarding reported rusty gas pipes to ensure their safety;

iii. Request for the immediated review of the loading / unloading area outside Kin Ching House; 

iv. Request for repaving or reinstating the pavement surface of Po Hong Road outside Beverly Garden;

v. Urging the HD to retrofit drain pipes for air-conditioners in public housing estates in TKO without delay;

vi. Provision of security posts in Ming Yuet House and Kin Fai House without delay; and

vii. The spalling mosaic tiles of the housing estates in TKO.

Working Group on Development of Village Houses

27.
Members unanimously agreed to form the Working Group and Mr. WAN Yuet-kau was elected to be the convenor of the Working Group for the year.

28.
Members noted that the Sai Kung District Lands Office (SKDLO) estimated that the applications and approval for building small houses could be completed at the end of this year or early next year.
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
