Progress Report of the Sai Kung District Council  
Housing and Development Committee


The second meeting (2006-07) of the Sai Kung District Council (SKDC) Housing and Development Committee (the Committee) was held on 6 July 2006.  The major issues discussed at the meeting are summarised as follows:

Quality Housing Management Competition

2.
 The representative of the Sai Kung District Office (SKDO) briefed members on the Quality Housing Management Competition.
3.
Members enquired about and commented on the project.  The Committee decided to organise the Quality Housing Management Competition together with the SKDO and the Sai Kung District Fire Safety Committee and appointed Mr. Ling Man-hoi as its representative to attend relevant preparatory meetings and follow up related activities.

Objection to the Link’s Increase of the Monthly Charge for the Carpark of Hau Tak Shopping Centre Starting from July 2006
Requesting the Link to Withdraw its Decision to Raise the Monthly Charges for the Carparks of Hau Tak Estate and Ming Tak Estate 
4. Members did not raise any objection and the Committee endorsed the two motions.  The Committee would write to the Executive Director of the Link Management Limited (the Link) to convey its views.
Strongly Requesting HD to Instruct the Management Office of Kin Ming Estate to Repair Damaged Facilities

Members did not raise any objection and the Committee endorsed the motion.  The Working Group on Housing Affairs would follow up the issue.
Requesting HD to Promptly Arrange Inspection and Free Maintenance  for Tenants Affected by Leakage from Flush Cisterns and Flushing Water Pipes in Kin Ming Estate

Members did not raise any objection and the Committee endorsed the motion.  The Working Group on Housing Affairs would follow up the issue.
Requesting the Housing Authority to Provide Prompt and Proper Maintenance for Yu Ming Estate in Respect of the Walls and Floor Tiles that Bulge 
7.
Members did not raise any objection and the Committee endorsed the motion.  The Working Group on Housing Affairs would follow up the issue.          
Discussion Paper on Dirty Flushing Water of the Housing Estates in Tseung Kwan O (TKO) South

8.
The representative of the Water Department reported to members on the progress of the follow-up of the issue of dirty flushing water of the housing estates in TKO South.  As there was substantial improvement to the quality of flushing water to these housing estates, the Committee would delete this item from the next agenda and would take it up again when action was required.
Working Group on Housing Affairs
9.
The Working Group on Housing Affairs would continue following up the issues below:


i.
Request for immediate review of the loading /unloading area outside Kin Ching House; and

ii.
Urging the Housing Department (HD) to retrofit drain pipes for air-conditioners in public housing estates in TKO without delay.
10.
The Working Group on Housing Affairs would delete the following items from the next agenda:


i.
Spalling mosaic tiles of the housing estates in TKO; and

ii. Requesting HD/Towngas to fulfil their obligation by providing free maintenance service speedily to tenants of Kwong Ming Court, TKO regarding reported rusty gas pipes to ensure their safety.
Request for Immediate Replacement of Fresh Water Pipes in Ming Tak Estate 11.
HD is applying for funding for the replacement of fresh water pipes in Ming Tak Estate.  Members urged HD to commence the works as soon as possible.
Requesting HD or the Link to Promptly Arrange the Inspection of all Drain Pipes/Drains/Sand Pits in Sheung Tak Carpark (Carpark A) and take Prompt Action in dealing with the Blockage

12.
Members noted that the blockage of drains had nothing to do with the Drainage Department.  The Working Group on Housing Affairs would liaise with HD and the Link and follow up the issue.
Requesting HD to Continue to Follow up the SDLP of Beverly Garden

13.
Members noted that responsibilities between the management company of Beverly Garden and the developer regarding the SDLP were yet to be clarified.
Planting a Large Amount of Small Ixora Chinensis after the Works of the Roundabout in Po Shun Road was Completed as the First step for the Beautification of TKO 

14.
This issue was referred to the Food and Environmental Hygiene Committee (FEHC) for follow-up actions.  The Committee would delete this item from the next agenda.
Erecting Signage of SKDC in the Entrance and the Exit of Tseung Kwan O Tunnel

15.
This issue was referred to the FEHC for follow-up actions.  The Committee would delete this item from the next agenda.
Requesting the Board of Management of the Chinese Permanent Cemeteries (BMCPC) to Conduct an Active and In-depth Study on the Feasibility of Routing the Proposed Footpath to Junk Bay Chinese Permanent Cemetery via Wilson Trail

16.
The Committee would write to request the Home Affairs Bureau (HAB) to draw up a specific schedule for the construction of the footpath connecting Junk Bay Chinese Permanent Cemetery (the Cemetery) and Tiu Keng Leng without delay.  It also reflected to HAB the views of Sai Kung’s residents’ organisations on the traffic arrangement to the Cemetery.
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
