	This report outlines some of our activities and achievements in accordance with the annual policing plan, submitted to the district council in early2006, which aims to ensure that law and order in the division is maintained at a high level.

	To prevent and detect crime through a strong police presence, intelligence-led operations and prompt responses to reports, including domestic violence
No report of domestic violence was received. There was an increase of 11 cases of serious assaults. In general, crime in both categories is very low compared to other police divisions.

To actively pursue triads and youth gangs
Triad activity in the division is under close monitoring.  Number of reported cases remains negligible.  There was no incident involving car jockeys at the seafront. Nonetheless, continuous vigilance is required.  Debt collection remains at a very low level with only 4 cases reported in the past six months. 3 of these debt collection cases involved criminal damage to property.

There were 2 cases which 3 young persons involved in drugs activities.  Indeed youth crime remains very low. Although the number of persons arrested stands at 21 during the reporting period, it was primarily the result of a dedicated operation being conducted. Illegal immigrants are involved mainly in the theft of buddhist pine and aquilaria sinensis.  In the past six months 94 illegal immigrants were arrested, 4 were arrested for theft of Buddhist pine cases.

Enhance enforcement of the selective traffic enforcement policing
There are no traffic accident blacksites in the division but the reduction of traffic accidents and traffic offences remains a priority area for policing.
	

	SUMMARY


As members will note, Sai Kung is being policed very effectively and crime remains at a low levels; full statistics on crime are attached at annex.


The only area of concern remains burglaries and significant resources from the division, district and regional headquarters are being utilised.  In the second half of 2005 there were 99 cases of burglary, which dropped to 68 cases for the period of January to June 2006. During the second half of 2006, there were 66 cases of burglary reported. Therefore, in comparison, the division has made significant reductions; almost a 33% reduction compared to 2005 which indicates that the policing strategies for this offence are having a significant effect.  Two villages have adopted the village CCTV system but there appears to be a reluctance for other villages to participate which is a pity as the scheme has proven to be very successful at eliminating burglaries.  Many village houses do not have alarm systems and householders still leave windows open allowing easy ingress for thieves.  Letters have written to every household in the division urging them to upgrade security but very few heed the entreaties.  Burglary remains at a high level despite significant reductions and we will continue to give this top priority.

A total of 3,023 crime reports were received in Tseung Kwan O Division in 2006, representing a rise of 578 cases (+24%) as compared with 2,445 cases in 2005.  However, it is pleased to note that the detection rate increased from 37% in 2005 to 41% in 2006.


When compared with 2005, most of the increased cases in Tseung Kwan O Division in 2006 were minor criminal offences including Shoptheft (+179 cases), Miscellaneous Theft (+166 cases), Object fell from height [+46 cases] and Telephone Deception (+34 cases). 	The increase in violent crimes is another area of our concern.  A total of 513 violent reports were received in Tseung Kwan O Division in 2006, representing an increase of 124 cases (+32%) as compared with 389 cases in 2005.  Amongst these, there was a significant increase in Serious Assault cases, which stemmed from various kinds of disputes.  There were a total of 269 reports, representing an increase of 65 cases as compared with 204 cases in 2005.  Besides, 75 cases of Criminal Intimidation were reported, representing an increase of 33 cases as compared with 42 cases in 2005.  Most of these cases were stemmed from personal disputes.
	

	
	
	
	

	
	
	
	
A total of 68 assault cases involving domestic violence were received in 2006, representing a rise of 7 cases as compared with 61 cases in 2005.  Police will continue to liaise and co-operate closely with the Social Welfare Department with a view to reducing the number of these cases.


In 2006, Tseung Kwan O Division received a total of 21,425 ‘999’ calls, of which 1,387 were emergency ones.  There were 17 occasions that the police failed to meet the pledged response time.  The overall successful response rate was 98.8%.

A total of 35 cases involving triad societies were reported in Tseung Kwan O Division in 2006, of which 29 were detected, representing a substantial decrease of 37 cases (-51%) as compared with 72 cases in 2005.  A total of 91 cases involving illegal debt-collecting activities were received this year, representing a substantial decrease of 60 cases as compared with 151 cases in 2005.  Cases dropped were mainly criminal damage involving debt-collecting activities.  The Access Control Project by Kowloon East Regional Crime Prevention Office, Mutual Aid Committees and Owners’ Corporation has gradually become effective.  Police will continue to liaise and co-operate with the management staff of buildings to enhance their alertness on stopping suspicious-looking characters from entering the buildings for committing crimes.


A total of 16 successful raids against street gambling were carried out in 2006 and a total of 63 persons were arrested.  As most of the arrested persons were the aged, Police have proactively visited the street gambling black spots with the outreaching social workers of the Social Welfare Department, persuading the elderly to make use of the cultural and recreational facilities provided by the government and voluntary organizations and to avoid taking part in illegal gambling.

	A total of 49 Robbery cases were received in Tseung Kwan O Division in 2006, representing a slight increase of 5 cases as compared with 44 cases in 2005.  Among them, the bully-type robberies committed by the youth increased from 13 cases in 2005 to 20 cases in 2006.  After sparing no efforts in tracking down the robbers, the ad hoc team comprising District Anti-Triad Squad of Kwun Tong District and uniformed officers detected 10 cases and arrested 25 young persons.
	

	
	
	
	The number of Burglary cases in Tseung Kwan O Division is still a matter of our considerable concern.  A total of 183 cases were reported in 2006, representing a drop of 5 cases (-3%) as compared with 188 cases in 2005.  Among them, Burglary cases in low-density village houses decreased 23 cases from 118 cases in 2005 to 95 cases in 2006, representing a drop of 20%.  Police will continue to step up uniformed and plainclothes officers’ patrols on focal spots to combat and prevent cases of this kind.
	

	
	
	
	
	

	
	
	
	A total of 124 cases of Theft from Vehicle were reported in 2006, representing a drop of 16 cases as compared with 140 cases in 2005.  There were a total of 65 cases of TCWA in 2006, 17 cases more than the 48 cases in 2005.  Police will continue to step up patrols and set up roadblocks at black spots.  Meanwhile, Police will strengthen liaison with the management of car parks with a view to enhancing their security guards’ awareness to prevent vehicle crimes.

	Police noted that the number of drug abusers and addicts amongst teenagers under the age of 21 in Tseung Kwan O Division was on the rise.  In 2006, 5 cases were reported with 5 persons arrested, whereas 2 cases of this kind were reported with 2 persons arrested in 2005.  Police are very concerned about drug abuse and drug-taking problems amongst the youth and we have conveyed anti-drug abuse and anti-drug taking messages to the young people through a multi-agency drug prevention approach. 	Conclusion

  Police have reviewed and studied the overall crime cases and individual key crimes in 2006 in Tseung Kwan O Division.  Although the number of the overall crime cases has risen, the increase is only attributed to the increase of minor cases like Shoptheft and Miscellaneous Theft, etc.  There are only 802 crime cases per 100,000 people and it is low in proportion to 1,170 cases in Hong Kong.


  Police will continue to maintain a strong frontline police presence in Tseung Kwan O Division and spare no efforts in preventing and combating all kinds of street level crimes.  All kinds of Burglaries including those occurred in the low-density village houses in the area of Clear Water Road will continue to be our considerable concern and actions will be taken accordingly.  Besides, Police will continue to spare no efforts in combating all triad activities in the division and will put in additional resources to tackle juvenile crimes including Bully-type Robbery and Drug Abuse, etc.


  Meanwhile, Tseung Kwan O Division and Kwun Tong District will continue to maintain a good relationship with the general public.  The public, particularly the management and security personnel of housing estates, are encouraged to assist Police in maintaining law and order.  Most importantly, Police have to enlist support from the District Council Members, District Fight Crime Committee members and all local representatives to help convey anti-crime messages to enhance public awareness of crime prevention.
