Meeting


The Tuen Mun District Council held its twenty-third meeting on 3 July 2007.

Meeting between the Director of Fire Services and Members of the TMDC
2.
The Director of Fire Services briefed Council Members on the work of the Fire Services Department.  Members made enquiries to the Director about the work under the purview of the Department, together with comments.

Tuen Mun District Festive Activities Coordinating Working Group

3.
The Council noted that the Working Group had elected from among Council Members Mr TO Sheck-yuen to be the convener of the National Day Activities Group, Ms LEE Ying, Robena to be the convener of the Christmas and New Year Lighting Decoration Activities Group, and Mr LEE Hung-sham, Lothar to be the convener of the Spring Festival and Lantern Festival Activities Group.  The National Day Activities Group decided to stage three major activities for the 58th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China this year, namely a reception, publicity and local decoration, and a carnival.  The Working Group decided to set up an independent committee known as the Tuen Mun District Festivities Organising Committee, which was to take up the task of organising the activities in the interim when the operation of the Council was suspended.  The Working Group would write to invite Council Members to join the Organising Committee in personal capacity.
Tuen Mun Tourism Development Working Group
4.
The Council noted that the Working Group co-organised some guided tours of heritage and cultural attractions with Yan Oi Tong.  While the guided tours were open to the public for participation on their own, the Working Group wrote to primary and secondary schools in the district to invite them to join and met with excellent response.  The Convener said that efforts to organise such activities should be maintained.  Besides, members of the Working Group and representatives of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department went to the five beaches in Tuen Mun for a site inspection and proposed that various tailor-made sculptures should be placed at each of the five beaches so as to highlight its own attraction and to feature its own story.  The Working Group also planned to erect a series of stone tablets along the road leading up to the Tsing Shan Monastery as another attraction to visitors and to show them the heritage and culture of the indigenous inhabitants in Tuen Mun.

Briefing on the Building Management (Amendment) Ordinance 2007

The representative of the Home Affairs Department briefed Council Members on the essential contents of the Building Management (Amendment) Ordinance 2007.  Members made enquiries to the representative about the amendments to the Ordinance, together with comments.
Calling for Drawing up Contingency Measures for the Widening of Tuen Mun Road

The representatives of the Transport and Housing Bureau and the Highways Department briefed Council Members on the contingency measures in place during the widening of Tuen Mun Road.  Members made enquiries to the representatives about the widening works, together with comments.
Compilation of the Tuen Mun District Council Report (2006/2007)

The Council endorsed the practice of naming Council Member Mr YING Yu-hing, the Chairman of the Finance, Administration and Publicity Committee (FABC), to be the convener of an editorial board to be set up for the compilation of the Tuen Mun District Council Report and inviting interested Council Members to join the board to offer assistance.
