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Opening Remarks
Mrs. Teresa WONG, DO (WTS) , JP welcomed everyone to the 1st meeting of the third term of the Wong Tai Sin District Council (WTSDC) , Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, and declared that in accordance with section 62 (4) of the “District Councils Ordinance” (Chapter 547), District Officer must preside over the first DC meeting until the election of the Chairman and Vice-chairman of the District Council.
I. Election of the Chairman and Vice-chairman of the Wong Tai Sin District Council
2.    Mrs. Teresa WONG, DO(WTS) informed Members that the papers relating to the election of the Chairman and Vice-chairman had been sent to all Members attached in the notice of meeting on 28 December 2007.  There were totally five papers as follows:

      Annex 2: Sections 62,63,64,65 and 66 of the “District Councils Ordinance” (Chapter 547) relating to the election of the Chairman and Vice Chairman, resignation, when office becomes vacant, duties and so on

      Annex 3: Voting Procedure for the Election of the Chairman and Vice Chairman in accordance with Schedule 5 of the “District Councils Ordinance” (Chapter 547)

3.     Mrs. WONG continued to explain that the voting procedures would be conducted in accordance with Schedule 5 of the “District Councils Ordinance” (Chapter 547) in annex 3 and remind all Members that:

      (i)  Election for the Chairman would be conducted first, followed by the election of the Vice Chairman.
      (ii)  Each Member could nominate (or second) one candidate for the offices of Chairman and Vice Chairman.  However Member could not nominate or second himself or herself to run for the office of Chairman and Vice Chairman.

     (iii)  Members are required to attend meeting and were entitled to vote only in the venue of the meeting.  Members are not allowed to authorise others to vote for themselves.

4.     Members showed no disagreement with the voting procedures.  Mrs. WONG announced that the election for the Chairman of the Wong Tai Sin District Council formally started.  The Secretary replied that only one nomination for the post of the Chairman was received, which had been submitted to Mrs. WONG.  Mrs. WONG enquired if there was any other nomination form.  As there were no further nominations, Mrs. WONG announced that the nomination for WTSDC Chairman was closed.  Election for the Chairman of WTSDC thus commenced.  

5.     Mrs. WONG read out the information of the nomination as follows:

As only there was only one candidate for the office of Chairman, Mrs. WONG announced that Mr. LI Tak-hong was elected as WTSDC Chairman automatically.

7.     Following the close of the election for DC Chairman, Mrs. WONG announced that the election for Vice Chairman commenced formally.    The Secretary replied that only one nomination for the post of the Vice-chairman was received and it had been submitted to Mrs. WONG.  Mrs. WONG asked if there was any other nomination form.  As no further nominations were received from the Members, Mrs. WONG announced that the nomination for WTSDC Vice Chairman was closed and the election for WTSDC Vice Chairman formally started.

8.     Mrs. WONG read out the information of nomination as follows:

As only there was only one candidate for the office of Vice Chairman, Mrs. WONG announced that Mr. WONG Kam-chi was elected  as WTSDC Vice Chairman automatically.

10.    Mrs. WONG announced that the election for WTSDC Chairman and Vice Chairman was closed, and she invited the Chairman and Vice Chairman to be seated and the Chairman to chair the meeting for the remaining agenda items.

      (Mr. LI Tak-hong and Mr. WONG Kam-chi were seated.)

11.    The Chairman thanked Members for their support and he said that he would accept precious opinions from Members.  He would do the work of WTSDC well together with Government departments so that they could build a more harmonious society for Wong Tai Sin residents to live more happily.      
II.     Appointment of the Secretary of the Wong Tai Sin District Council
12.    The Chairman announced that in accordance with section 69 (1) of the “District Councils Ordinance” (Chapter 547), “For the purpose of carrying out its functions, a District Council may appoint committees in accordance with this section.”.  He suggested that Senior Executive Officer (DC) be appointed as WTSDC Secretary in accordance with the ordinance, the post was now taken up by Mrs. Teresa SOH.

13.    Members agreed and so the Chairman announced that WTSDC appointed Mrs. Teresa SOH, Senior Executive Officer (DC) as the Secretary for WTSDC.

14.    The Chairman informed Members that Ms. TAM Yuet-ping, Celia, wrote to WTSDC on 3.1.2008 for her absence from the meeting owing to illness.  In accordance with section 42 (1) of the Standing Orders, the Chairman asked Members if they agreed to the application of Ms. TAM Yuet-ping, Celia for absence from the meeting.  Members showed no objection.  The Chairman announced that WTSDC agreed to the absence of Ms. TAM Yuet-ping, Celia from this meeting.

III.     Adoption of Wong Tai Sin District Council Standing Orders 


(Wong Tai Sin District Council Standing Orders: 9.1.2007)

15. The Chairman informed Members that Wong Tai Sin District Council Standing Orders had been sent to all Members together with the notice of meeting.  This version was endorsed by WTSDC Members on 9.1.2007.  The Chairman announced that the Standing Orders would be adopted.  The Chairman continued to inform Members that the Home Affairs Department (HAD) had issued the new model text for the Standing Orders, covering the suggestions for simplifying the model of operation of the District Council meetings.  The Secretary would enumerate the revised amendment for the adoption of the next DC meeting.

IV.    The Structure of the Third Term of the Wong Tai Sin District Council
       (WTSDC Paper 1/2008)
16. The Secretary introduced the paper.

17.    Members endorsed the structure, the committees, the composition of the working groups, terms of reference, tenures, election for the Chairman and Vice-chairman of the committee of the third term of the Wong Tai Sin District Council stated in the paper.

V     Wong Tai Sin Olympics Organising Committee
       (WTSDC Paper 2/2008)

18.    Miss. Shirley WU, Senior Liaison Officer(WTS) introduced the paper.
(Mr. LAM Man-fai, JP arrived at the meeting at 2:00pm.)
19.    Members agreed to the establishment of the Wong Tai Sin Olympics Organising Committee.  The Chairman requested Members to nominate one DC Member to act as the Chairman of OOC as stated in the paper.  The nominee was as follows:

20.    The Chairman enquired if Mr. WONG Kam-chi agreed to act as the Chairman.  Mr. WONG agreed.  As there was only one nomination, the Chairman announced that Mr. WONG Kam-chi was elected as the Chairman of the Olympics Organising Committee.

21.    Members agreed to the work, composition, tenure and financial arrangement for the Committee as stated from paragraphs 4 to 13.  They also agreed to earmarking 4.8 million from the allocation for community involvement projects and 1.5 million from the block vote of capital works in the financial year 2008-2009 for the promotion of activities, they also agreed that the Committee could make an over-budget of 10% when making estimates.
VI.   Appointment of a Representative from the Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited
      (WTSDC Paper 3/2008)
22.   The Chairman welcomed Dr. TANG Chang-hung, Lawrence, Hospital Chief Executive and Ms. TANG Fung-ki, Kwong Wah Hospital, TWCHs Wong Tai Sin Hospital who attended the meeting for this agenda.  
23.    Dr. TANG Chang-hung presented the paper with audio visual aid, invited WTSDC as the consulting organisation for the “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” (the Company), and appointed a Member to be the director of the Company.

(Mr. WONG Kwok-tung arrived at the meeting at 3:05pm.)

24.    Mrs. Teresa WONG added that Dr. TANG and she were the initiators of the Company.  In accordance with the constitution of the Company, Dr. TANG would be the ex-officio Director in the capacity of the Hospital Chief Executive of Wong Tai Sin Hospital.  The Chairman of the first term of the Company was Mr. SHI Lop-tak, MH and the Vice-chairman was Dr. TANG.  Mrs WONG herself was also the ex-officio Director.  Other consulting organisations included Our Lady of Maryknoll Hospital, Sik Sik Yuen and Hong Kong Buddhist Hospital.

25.    Mr. HUI Kam-shing agreed to endorse the paper.  He wanted to understand the financial source and operation of the company.  

26.    Dr. TANG replied that the financial resources were secured by the Company itself.  On the other hand, the Company would seek financial support from other channels for the promotion of activities.

27.    Mr. CHAN Lee-shing wanted to know more about the background of the company.

28.    Dr. TANG replied that the registered address of the Company was Wong Tai Sin Hospital which provided secretariat support to the Company.  The operation of the Secretariat would be submitted to the Board of Directors for decision making.  A representative of WTSDC would be appointed to be a member of the Board of Directors.
29.   Mr. WONG Kam-chi added that it took a long time to establish “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited”.   WTSDC had always supported the activities of “Wong Tai Sin Healthy City”, and had allocated funding to sponsor the activities.  The Company was operated as a private organisation, not under the management of WTSDC.  However at the early stage, it was expected that WTSDC would give greater support.  With the delegation of a member to act as the director of the board, WTSDC strived to turn Wong Tai Sin into a healthy and safe district.

30.    Mr. SHI Lop-tak, MH said that he had held the first meeting of the board of directors since he had become the Chairman of the company.  He had raised $500,000 as operating expenses and funding for activities through his donation and fund raising activities.  

31.    Mr. WU Chi-wai, MH supported the work of the Healthy and Safe City.  Under normal circumstances, WTSDC decided the funding arrangement in consideration of the proposal of the applying organisations.  If WTSDC agreed to becoming the consulting organisation of the Company and delegating a Member to act as the Director, it would imply that WTSDC had long term financial commitment to that Company.  He hoped that WTSDC could have a clear direction.  

32.   Mrs. Teresa WONG added that the purpose behind the establishment of the Company was to provide a platform for the promotion of cross-disciplinary cooperation.  At the same time, through developing a more long term plan, it was hoped that there would have greater flexibility in the use of resources.   On the other hand, it was hoped that they would be accepted as a member of “the Alliance of Healthy City” by the World Health Organisation (WHO) and “Safe Community”.  The future focus of the Company would be to arrange for a “community diagnosis” for Wong Tai Sin.  DO (WTS) acted as the Director of the Company and paid the same fee as an ordinary member, i.e. $100.  The WTSDC Member who acted as the Director of the Company could act as the bridge between WTSDC and the Company.  In considering the funding application of the Company, WTSDC could treat it as the application of a local organisation.  The Company was not under WTSDC.  WTSDC Member appointed to be the Director would make no obligation to the Company on behalf of WTSDC, whereas, they would give valuable advice to the Company for the formulation of policy.  The Company had also invited non-governmental organisations in the district and representatives of the Government as the consultants of the Company to give opinions and assistance.  It hoped that partnership relationship could be formed with WTSDC.
33.    Ms. CHAN Man-ki, Maggie agreed that WTSDC became the consulting organisation of “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited”, but had reservation towards the appointment of a WTSDC Member to act as the Director of the Company.  If a Member acted on behalf of WTSDC to act as the Director, then he or she still held the responsibility of a Director and acted on behalf of WTSDC to speak and vote in the Board of Directors.  She considered that if WTSDC acted as the partner of the Company, WTSDC would only need to act as the consulting organisation of the Company and had no need to send representative to be the Director.  
34.    Mr. TO Kwan-hang, Andrew commented that he had served in Wong Tai Sin for many years, but seldom came across this kind of paper requesting DC to act as the consulting organisation of an organisation.  Before endorsing the paper, DC should first clarify its role.  If WTSDC became the consulting organisation of the Company, the role of WTSDC in promoting the work of Wong Tai Sin Healthy City would be contracted out.  This would have set a precedent for WTSDC to contract out its functions.  If DC was concerned with the promotion of health and safety, they could consider setting up a committee to follow up with it, or promoting the activities through fund raising.
35.   Mr. LAI Wing-ho, Joe supported the establishment of “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” and its objectives.  However he was concerned with the role of WTSDC.  He wondered if WTSDC would hold the activities of Wong Tai Sin Healthy City after the establishment of the Company.  Moreover he wanted to know if the resources WTSDC put in Wong Tai Sin Healthy City would be diverted to other projects.  

36.   Mr. LEE Tat-yan, MH said that he hoped that WTSDC could clarify its partnership relationship with “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited”.  He considered that the increased transparency of the related arrangement would lessen the worry of Members.

37.   The Chairman concluded that the information was not adequate enough for Members to have a clear picture of the Company.   He said that he would ask for more information from the Company when he considered that the information was not enough for Members to make decision.

38.   The Vice-chairman added that many District Councils had successfully joined the “Alliance of Healthy City” recognised by WHO as members through making application by a company independent of District Council.  As such, the formation of this Company by Wong Tai Sin Hospital to enhance the awareness of health and safety among residents of Wong Tai Sin would be more flexible and easier to raise funds.  

39.    Mr. KAN Chi-ho, BBS, MH said that there had been detailed discussion about the establishment of the Company in the last term of WTSDC.  The establishment of a company would comply with the requirement of WHO.  Before establishing the Company, WTSDC had learnt from the successful experience of about 7 to 8 District Councils.

40.    In response to the enquiry of Mr. LAI Wing-ho, Joe about the successful examples of other District Councils, Mrs. Teresa WONG said that the Healthy City Campaign was pioneered by Sai Kung District Council.  Sai Kung District Council led the campaign and gave financial support.  Haven of Hope Hospital provided executive support.  18 districts could make their own choice as to the way to organise activities for the promotion of healthy city and safe community.  In considering the model of promotion in Wong Tai Sin, WTSDC decided to establish a company independent of District Council owing to the possible long term financial commitment.  However, WTSDC intended to maintain the linkage with the Company, as such, a seat was reserved in the Board of Directors for the new term of WTSDC to appoint a representative to participate in the policy making and operation.  The financial commitment of this representative would be the same as DO (WTS) and Hospital Chief Executive of Wong Tai Sin Hospital, in other words, one hundred dollars.  The representative from WTSDC could provide professional knowledge and network of the district as well as opinions and assistance to serve for residents of Wong Tai Sin.

41.    Mr. MOK Chung-fai, Rex agreed to the rationale behind the establishment of the Company as this could alleviate the burden of WTSDC.  In view of the promotion of other districts, WTSDC should also join it.  To promote activities through “limited company” was a new concept, it would be mistaken by others as private company.  Therefore, more detailed explanation and promotion should be provided to people and organisations concerned.

42.    The Chairman asked if Members agreed that WTSDC acted as the consultant organisation of “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” after all these enquiries.
43.    Mr. TO Kwan-hang, Andrew pointed out that the most important thing was how to make Wong Tai Sin Healthy City a success.  WTSDC should clarify its role in this matter.  Although DO (WTS) had quoted the examples from Sai Kung and Kwai Tsing, WTSDC had not studied in details whether the suggested model would be used to promote activities for the enhancement of the awareness of health and safety.  He raised no objection to this decision in principle, yet before understanding clearly the rules and regulations of the Company, the composition of the Board of Directors, he was not sure if he would support the proposal.

44.    Mr. WU Chi-wai considered that the paper did not provide adequate information for WTSDC Members to make decision.  To set up the Company for joining as member in the “Alliance of Healthy City” recognised by WHO, which replaced WTSDC to implement the work of Wong Tai Sin Healthy City would involve the change of the roles of WTSDC, WTSDC should have a thorough discussion for Members to understand the changes and arrangement before deciding if WTSDC acted as the consulting organisation of the Company.

45.    Ms. CHAN Man-ki, Maggie stressed that she wanted to know more about the rules and regulations and related details about the Company before deciding whether she would support WTSDC to act as the consulting organisation and the appointment of a representative to become the Director.

46.    The Chairman clarified that “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” had been set up and commenced its operation.  No discussion was required to decide whether the Company should be set up.  If Members considered that more information was required for making the decision, WTSDC could ask the Company for it. 
47.  Mr. TO Kwan-hang, Andrew considered that prior to the establishment of the Company, consultation should be made with WTSDC as to the ideal way to promote the work of Wong Tai Sin Healthy City.  He considered that it was not desirable to ask WTSDC to act as the consulting organisation after the establishment. 
48.   Mr. MOK Ying-fan considered that the problem lied in the inadequacy of the information about the background of the Company.  It was the policy of the Government to utilise social resources to promote community healthy education.  As there was no mention of the responsibilities of the Member appointed as the Director and their accountability to WTSDC in the paper, the discussion thus became complicated.

49.    Mr. LEE Tat-yan considered that the paper had not mentioned the background and rationale behind the establishment of the Company.  He commented that “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” was not initiated by the last term of WTSDC, whereas it was the intention of the Government to promote the awareness of health and safety through a company so as to minimise the resources put in this area.  

50.    Mr. SHI Lop-tak added that the purpose behind the establishment of “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” was to have more contact with different sectors and collect more community resources to promote health and safety programmes so as to serve residents in Wong Tai Sin.  As the Chairman of the Company, he had raised partial funding from external sector.  

51.    Mr. CHOW Ching-lam commented that the paper only aimed at inviting WTSDC to be the consultant organisation of the Company and appointing one Member to be the Director of the Company.  WTSDC was only required to accept the invitation and make decision.

52.    Ms. CHAN Man-ki, Maggie enquired if the interested Member could join the Board of Directors or WTSDC would make the appointment.  If it was the latter case, then the Member would represent District Council, not in personal capacity.
53.   The Chairman said that the Member would be appointed by WTSDC to be the Director of the Company. 

54.   Mrs. Teresa WONG added that the former Permanent Secretary for Home Affairs had stated in 2007 that there was a plan to promote the concept of “Healthy and Safety City” in 18 districts.  However Healthy and Safe City Company Limited and Wong Tai Sin Healthy City were not mutually exclusive.  WTSDC could still promote the activities of Healthy City if they considered that there was a need.  The rationale behind the establishment of the Company was to adopt a more flexible approach to handle resources and develop more long term plan.  On the other hand, the community resources could also be employed.  This could be reflected in the composition of the Board of Directors.  She suggested that the information about the rules and regulations about the Company as well as the name list of Members could be circulated in the next meeting.  The members of the Board of Directors included Wong Tai Sin Hospital, Our Lady of Maryknoll Hospital, Sik Sik Yuen, Vocational Training Council, and Hong Kong Buddhist Hospital chose to be the consulting organisation. 

55.   The Chairman concluded that Members raised no objection to the promotion of activities that enhanced the awareness of health and safety.  Members only wanted to get more detailed information before making the decision as to whether WTSDC could become the consulting organisation and appoint Members to be the Director.  The Chairman requested that “Wong Tai Sin District Healthy and Safe City Company Limited” circulated the information to WTSDC in the next meeting and Members could make decision in the next meeting.

(The Chairman announced an adjournment of 15 minutes)

VII.  Statement of Expenditure and Commitment at the Commencement of the Third Term of the Wong Tai Sin District Council of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region
     (WTSDC Paper 4/2008)
56.   The Secretary introduced the paper and provided supplementary information.  Paragraph 2 stated that there was more than 1.8 million of balance as at 21 December 2007.

57. Members noted the paper. 

(Mr. LAI Wing Ho, Joe and Mr. WU Chi-wai, MH left the meeting at 4:25pm.)
VIII  Endorsement of the Funding Applications for Projects Implemented by the Wong Tai Sin District Council from January to March in 2008
     (WTSDC Paper 5/2008)

58.    The Chairman reminded Members that a page of corrigendum to WTSDC paper 5/2008 was on table.

59.    The Secretary introduced the paper and the corrigendum on table.  The Secretary pointed out that the updated balance was more than 1.5 million.  There was a shortfall of $13,374 after the deduction of $145,150 from the project shelved by the Wong Tai Sin District Recreation and Sports Council stated in paper 2 of the updated version, the required sum of $1,074,434 for the remaining 18 community involvement projects (after deleting the project of the Wong Tai Sin District Recreation and Sports Council) endorsed by the last term of WTSDC stated in paragraph 4 of paper 5/2008 and the sum of $472,600 from the new community involvement projects stated in paragraph 5.  Based on the experience, the related sum could be settled by the uncommitted sum from other completed activities.

60.   The Secretary asked Members to study the “Form for the Declaration of Interest by Members in the First Meeting” on table.  Based on section 39 (7A) of Wong Tai Sin District Council Standing Orders, if Members were the executive members in local organisations, they must make the declaration of interest in consideration of the related allocation. Members could make supplementary declaration immediately if they spotted any omission.

61.    The Chairman made a supplementary declaration that he was the Vice-chairman of the Wong Tai Sin District Committee of Kowloon Federation of Associations.

(Mr. CHUI Pak-tai left the meeting at 4:30pm.)

62.   In reply to the enquiries of Mr. CHAN Lee-shing about the four new community involvement projects stated in paragraph 5, the Secretary added that the community involvement projects were submitted by local organisations.  The Secretariat found that there was an uncommitted sum when reviewing the use of funding by WTSDC, and so the four projects were submitted to WTSDC for consideration and endorsement to make the best use of funds allocated to WTSDC in the financial year 2007-08.

63.    Members noted that as stated in paragraph 2 of the corrigendum, the Wong Tai Sin District Recreation and Sports Council cancelled “Wong Tai Sin School Martial Arts Training Scheme (Phase III)” involving a sum of $145,150.  On the other hand, they agreed to allocating a sum of $1,074,434 for the remaining 18 community involvement projects (after cancelling the project of the Wong Tai Sin Recreation and Sports Council) endorsed by the last term of WTSDC stated in paragraph 4, and allocating a sum of $472,600 to support the four new community involvement projects stated in paragraph 5.  On the other hand, the application for the change of the programme “Carnival on Environmental Protection in Wong Tai Sin” submitted by Wong Tai Sin North Area Committee stated in paragraph 6 was endorsed by an additional provision of $1,686 and the total sum after the alteration amounted to $87,427. 

(Mr. HUI Kam-shing left the meeting at 4:35pm.)

IX.    Proposed Date and Agenda for the Second Meeting of the Wong Tai Sin District Council       
       (WTSDC Paper 6/2008)

64.    The Secretary introduced the paper and supplemented that, after the issue of the paper, WTSDC received the request of the Food and Environmental Hygiene Department that they would give a brief introduction of the Wong Tai Sin Lunar New Year Fair in 2008; and Urban Renewal Authority also made a request for explaining the latest development of Nga Tsin Wai Village.
65.    Members noted the proposed date and agenda for the second meeting of the Wong Tai Sin District Council.

66.    Members noted the information paper.

67.    The Chairman briefed Members about the background of this topic.  The meeting of the last term of DC held on 27 September 2008 endorsed two revised design option for the covered walkway project.  The tendering procedure had been completed.  The works had commenced since 22 November 2007.  

68.    The Secretary introduced the representatives of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department (LCSD), Home Affairs Department (HAD) and consultant representatives as follows:

69.   Ms. HO Siu-lin of LCSD reported that the said works had commenced on 22 November 2007. The engineering consultant would report the proposed design for additional decoration for Olympic Games on the covered walkway.

70.    Ms. HO added that LCSD found that drainage improvement works had been carried out by the Drainage Services Department (DSD) when they took over the sites.  They found that a nullah had been constructed.  LCSD considered that there was a need to cover the nullah to ensure the safety of the pedestrians to and from Wong Tai Sin MTR station.  

71.   Mr. K.M. YEUNG, engineering consultant representative, presented the proposed colour for the cover and the proposed decoration for the Olympic Games.  The pattern for the Equestrian Events would be sprayed on the pillar whereas the beams would be hung with the banners showing the logo, slogan and mascot of the Olympic Games.  All the design complied with the requirements of the Beijing Organising Committee for the Games of the XXIX Olympiad.

72.   Mr. YEUNG added that the works would be completed in the end of February 2008.  

73.   The Chairman said that the works were permanent whereas the decoration for the Olympic Games was simply for the event. 

74. Members noted the arrangement for the said works project.

(ii) “Briefing on the Work of the District Council” held by the Home Affairs Department
75.   The Chairman informed Members that the Home Affairs Department (HAD) had sent written invitation to all Members, asking them to attend the briefing held on 8 January.  In the new term of the District Council, the Government would strengthen district work so that DC would participate in managing some of the district facilities, and increase the funding to DC by raising the allocation for community involvement projects and district minor works to $ 300 million each.  HAD would introduce the revised “Manual on the Use of District Council Funds” and “Guidelines for Implementing District Minor Works Projects” to facilitate Members to commence their work as quickly and smoothly as possible.  The briefing would also include introduction on the roles of Home Affairs Bureau and Home Affairs Department and “Code of Conduct for Members of a District Council”.
