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Progress Report of the District Facilities Management Committee


The third meeting of the District Facilities Management Committee (DFMC) under the Yuen Long District Council (YLDC) in 2010 was held on 7 May 2010.  The major issues discussed are summarized below:

Progress Report on District Minor Works (DMW) Projects

Members noted the above report, and urged the Leisure and Cultural Services Department (LCSD) and the Yuen Long District Office (YLDO) to expedite the progress of all the projects.  As regards the project “Multi-purpose Sand Pit” (YL-DMW015), Members considered the limitations on the application for permanent allocation of land, and proposed that the site for the said project should be obtained by way of temporary land allocation first so as to expedite the implementation of the said project.  Members also proposed that the relevant departments should follow up and study such matters as plot ratio and land use so that the site could be allocated under a permanent land allocation.

Members noted the two proposals of DMW projects submitted by Members, and decided that the construction of “Ping Yee Road Sitting-out Area Phase II” would be followed up by YLDO.  Members also proposed that YLDO, LCSD and related departments should continue to conduct the site selection study for the artificial turf pitch, and include the said project in the list of DMW projects after the location of the pitch was finalized.

Members noted the said report, and urged LCSD to submit the project scope of “Hung Shui Kiu Town Square” (179LS) to DFMC for peruse as soon as possible.  As the scope of development for “Local Open Space Kau Hui Yuen Long”(318LS) had yet to be finalized, Members proposed that LCSD should strengthen liaison and cooperation with YLDO, local district councillors and rural committees to step up the preliminary work of the project for its successful implementation.

Members noted the above document, and urged LCSD to implement the said project as soon as possible.  Members also proposed that LCSD should examine the feasibility of installing a drinking device at a suitable location, without prejudice to the progress of the project.

Members noted the above document and related information, and agreed on the proposal to provide a dog playground in Hung Shui Kiu district.  However, given that local district councillors and some of the housing estates and schools in the district had reservations on the proposal to provide a dog playground in the Hung Tak Road Temporary Local Open Space in Hung Shui Kiu, Members proposed that LCSD and YLDO should, in conjunction with local district councillors, and members of rural committees and DFMC, hold a public forum in the district to seek consensus on the location of the site.
