Opening Remarks

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting.  Mr Sidney LEE was absent due to other commitments and had authorised the Chairman to vote on all motions on his behalf.

Confirmation of the minutes of the 8th Finance Committee meeting held on 25 April 2013
3.
The Chairman indicated that the Secretariat had not received any proposed amendments to the minutes of the last meeting before the meeting and the minutes were confirmed.


Item 3:
Financial report on DC funds (2013-14) 
(C&W FC Paper No.84/2013)
4.
The Home Affairs Department (HAD) had allocated $14.9 million to the Central and Western District Council (C&WDC) in the year 2013/14 for organising Community Involvement (CI) Projects, an increase of $1 million when compared with last year.  The additional $1 million was required for strengthening the promotion of arts and cultural activities in the Central and Western District (C&W District).  As at 25 June 2013, after deducting a total of $625,331.75 to be carried forward to the year 2014/15, the C&WDC had approved $12,256,592.41 for CI Projects, which accounted for 82.26% of the funding of $14.9 million allocated by the HAD.  The actual expenditure amounted to $4,716,509.17, representing 31.65% of the allocated funding.

The Chairman reported that since the last meeting, the Finance Committee (FC) had endorsed 15 fund applications by circulation, namely:

Item 4:
Fund applications of the District Minor Works of the Central & Western District 
(C&W FC Paper Nos.87/2013 to 88/2013)
6.
The Chairman asked Members to refer to the Paper No. 87/2013 for one fund application of the District Minor Works of the C&W District.

(C&W FC Paper No. 88/2013)
7.
In regard to the fund application of the “Provision of a Pet Corner at Oaklands Avenue Sitting-out Area (SOA)”, Ms Cindy CHOW, Deputy District Leisure Manager (District Support) Central & Western of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department (LCSD) said the application had gained the support of the Culture, Leisure & Social Affairs Committee (CLSAC), and had been endorsed at the meeting of the District Facilities Management Committee (DFMC) on 6 June 2013.  The works items of the project included removing part of the staircase, building a fence for the pet corner, and providing a separate entrance and the signage.  Also, they would provide water taps, a lighting system, dog excreta collection bins and two benches with covered arbours at the pet corner.
8.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said that dog toilets had once been provided at Oaklands Avenue SOA, but since many residents complained about the hygiene problems caused, the dog toilets were removed a few years ago.  As a result, a convenient place for the public to walk their dogs in the district was lost.  In the light that there was a high demand for pet facilities among the residents, he opined that it was necessary for the project to be implemented as soon as possible, and that more publicity efforts should be made after the pet corner was completed.  Also, adequate lighting facilities should be provided to encourage the public to use the pet corner at night.


9.
Mr Joseph CHAN supported setting up a pet corner in the district, and opined that it could provide dogs with more space for activities, so as to solve the environmental hygiene problem brought about by dogs fouling everywhere.  In addition, he said that the funding had to be spent properly by keeping the original facilities of the SOA, including the tiles, railings and benches as far as possible, so as to enhance cost-effectiveness.  Ms Cindy CHOW responded that the department would keep the original facilities of the venue as far as possible to avoid wastage. 
10.
Mr CHAN Choi-hi said that the Lands Department would add directional signs or road signs outside the park upon the completion of the pet corner, so that the residents would be able to aware of the facility.  Ms Cindy CHOW supplemented that the department would actively explore ways to step up promotion of the pet corner. 
11.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $350,000 to the Central and Western District Leisure Services Office of the LCSD for the “Provision of a Pet Corner at the Oaklands Avenue SOA”. 

Item 5:
Fund applications of the special function organising committees of the Central & Western District
(C&W FC Paper Nos. 89/2013 to 93/2013)
12.
The Chairman asked Members to refer to the Paper No. 89/2013 (revised) for four fund applications of the special function organising committees.
13.
The Chairman declared that all Members of the C&WDC were ex-officio members of the 11th Central & Western District Festival Organising Committee (11th C&WDF OC).  The Chairman, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai and Mr CHAN Choi-hi declared that they were members of the Central & Western District Association for Culture and Arts. 

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 90/2013 to 92/2013)

14.
In regard to the application of the “Public Relations and Publicity of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”, Mr KAM Nai-wai said that as the C&WDF would last for a few months, the promotional flags hung on the lamp posts might fall off, he opined that the organiser should step up inspection, in particular in areas with stronger wind.  Mr Stephen YIP, Chairman of the 11th C&WDF OC, said that the contractor would check the condition of flags every month and take follow-up actions should there be any damage. 

15.
Ms CHENG Lai-king enquired about the details of the stage trailer.  Ms Myra MIAO, Liaison Officer (Sai Ying Pun) of the C&WDO responded that the contractor of the stage trailer, Y Power Project Management Company (Y Power), was a social enterprise under a non-profit-making organisation called the Hong Kong Association of Youth Development.  Transformed from a goods vehicle, it was the only stage trailer in Hong Kong, and could turn into a stage when its tail platform was lowered.  The organiser hoped that the stage trailer could add attractive feature to the press conference, support social enterprises in the territory and encourage youth employment. 

Post-meeting note: Mr YIP Wing-shing declared that he was the Vice-chairman of the Hong Kong Association of Youth Development.  In addition, the 11th C&WDF OC commissioned Apollo Production Limited (Apollo) to undertake programme production for public relations and publicity of the 11th C&WDF.  Apollo would hire the stage trailer directly from Y Power, the social enterprise under the Hong Kong Association of Youth Development. 

16.
Mr KAM Nai-wai opined that if the stage trailer was to be used for the press conference only, it would be too expensive and cost-ineffective.  The Chairman asked the organiser to explain the reason for using a mobile stage instead of a fixed one.  Mr Thomas NG, in the capacity of the Vice-chairman of the 11th C&WDF OC, responded that the stage trailer would set off in the morning of the day on which the opening ceremony would take place, and go to various locations in the district for extensive promotional activities, and arrive at the Chater Road pedestrian precinct at noon for staging a press conference there.  The organiser would select the publicity locations carefully in order to avoid causing any obstruction to streets and reduce noise nuisances caused to residents.
17.
The Committee endorsed the following three fund applications of the 11th C&WDF OC: 

(i) An allocation of $60,000 for organising the “Opening Ceremony of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”. 

(ii) An allocation of $180,000 for launching “Public Relations and Publicity of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”.
(iii) An allocation of $80,000 for organising the “Photography Competition of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”.

18.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $20,000 to the Central & Western District Association for Culture and Arts for producing the “Interactive Drama on Mutual Care and Anti-drugs of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”. 

Item 6:
Fund applications of the NGOs in the Central & Western District
(C&W FC Paper Nos. 94/2013 to 112/2013)


19. The Chairman asked Members to refer to the Paper No. 94/2013 (revised) for 18 fund applications of the non-governmental organisations (NGOs).  The Chairman, Ms CHENG Lai-king, Mr Jackie CHEUNG declared that they were Advisory Members of Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was the Chairman of The Conservancy Association Centre for Heritage.  Mr CHAN Choi-hi declared that he was the Director of The Conservancy Association Centre for Heritage.
(C&W FC Paper No. 95/2013)

20. In regard to the fund application of the “Multiple Abilities Development Programme for Personal Growth of Children”, Ms CHIU Yuk-wa, Social Worker of Caritas Jockey Club Integrated Service for Young People – Shek Tong Tsui, indicated that the programme had a history of around six to seven years and its aim was to encourage primary one to six students to develop different potentials and avoid placing too much emphasis on exam training alone.  The programme also aimed at enhancing parent-child communication and parents would therefore be invited to participate in activities.  The Chairman enquired whether the participants would include households receiving Comprehensive Social Security Assistance (CSSA).  Ms CHIU Yuk-wa responded that their center welcomed needy students to participate in their activities so households receiving CSSA were one of the programme’s target groups.
21. The Committee endorsed an allocation of $20,495 to Caritas Jockey Club Integrated Service for Young People – Shek Tong Tsui for the implementation of  “Multiple Abilities Development Programme for Personal Growth of Children”.

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 96/2013 to 97/2013)

22. In regard to the fund application of the “Liberal Studies for the Elderly”, Mr Savio CHIM, Welfare Worker of Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road indicated that  it would be the 10th anniversary of the programme and thanked Members for taking time to attend the elderly forums.  He hoped that Members would continue to support the fund application of the programme this year.
23. In regard to the fund application of the “Community Mental Health Services Programme 2013 ‘Support and Care’”, Ms FAN Lai-ha, Social Worker of Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road indicated that the programme included various community services, for instance, the patient services, rehabilitation services for discharged patients and support services for families of psychosis patients at Queen Mary Hospital.


24. The Committee endorsed the following two fund applications of Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road:


(i) An allocation of $9,380 for organising the “Liberal Studies for the Elderly”.

(ii) An allocation of $33,180 for organising the “Community Mental Health Services Programme 2013 ‘Support and Care’”.

(C&W FC Paper No. 98/2013)

25. In regard to the fund application of the “Taking Care of the Elderly Series No.2”, Ms WAN Lai-ying, Welfare Worker of Caritas Elderly Centre – Central District indicated that the main target group of this programme were carers who had to take care of the daily lives of elderly persons.  To enhance carers’ awareness of channels in the community which they could seek help from, the centre would arrange them to visit  community resources and facilities.  Besides, the centre would organise exercises for brain health, as well as elderly caring courses for foreign domestic helpers to enhance participants’ ability in taking care of the elderly.  Festive activities would also be held to alleviate the pressure of carers.


26. The Chairman considered that the courses for foreign domestic helpers might not be able to meet the demand as each could only provide training for eight participants.  He suggested increasing the number of students in each class to ensure better use of resources.  Ms WAN Lai-ying responded that according to past experience, increasing the number of students in each class would reduce the time for individual guidance and experience sharing, therefore affecting the learning results of participants.  She would consider extending class duration so that more domestic helpers would benefit from those courses.  Mr CHAN Choi-hi asked which countries did the target participants of training courses for domestic helpers mainly come from.  Ms WAN Lai-ying indicated that the participants of the training courses were mostly Indonesian domestic helpers who were not fluent in Cantonese and did not receive adequate training before taking care of elderly persons.  Therefore, they would invite Indonesian Chinese to attend the courses to act as voluntary interpreters and teach domestic helpers the skills of elderly care.


27. The Committee endorsed an allocation of $10,995 to Caritas Elderly Centre – Central District for implementing “Taking Care of the Elderly Series No.2”.


(C&W FC Paper Nos. 99/2013 to 102/2013)

28. In regard to the fund application of the “Youth Activities Promoting Family Relationship”, Mr Johnson CHEUNG, Officer of Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Western District Integrated Social Services Centre indicated that this programme aimed at training youth volunteers.  The centre would recruit teenagers during summer holiday and divide them into various groups to serve different groups in the district, for instance, the elderly, people newly settled in Hong Kong and students with special educational needs.

29.
In regard to the fund application of the “Child Personal Development Programme 2013”, Mr Johnson CHEUNG indicated that the programme was a series of child personal development programme for primary and junior secondary students.  The training aimed at enhancing liberal studies ability of the participants and developing their characters, so that the youth could experience growth through self-reflection.  

30.
In regard to the fund application of the “Vagrants’ Song of Victory”, Mr Johnson CHEUNG supplemented that the programme was a vagrant experiential activity  targeted at the youth, hoping to inspire the participants to think about the meaning of home, with discussion on issues associated with the purchase of a home in Hong Kong.  Moreover, the centre would arrange participants to visit hostels for the elderly, which might make participants treasure more about their comfortable living environment. 

31.
In regard to the fund application of the “Activities Promoting Familial Love”, Ms MAK Mei-yee, Chairman of the Parent-Teacher Association of Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Tai Hon Fan Nursery School indicated that the programme was targeted at parents and children.  As children nowadays were too reliant on parents, through the holding of seminars, the centre would show parents how to build up the confidence of their children.  Moreover, the centre would organise family picnics, promote the message of nature conservation to students and facilitate sharing among parents on child care experience.  The programme had volunteer activities such as visits and flag selling activities etc., in order to make contribution to the community and improve parent-child relationship.  The Chairman asked how the centre would recruit other participants in the district, other than parents from the Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Tai Hon Fan Nursery School.  Ms MAK Mei-yee responded that the programme welcomed all residents in the C&W District.  The centre would display  promotional posters at community centres.  Priority would be given to applications from external parties.  

32.
The Committee endorsed the following four fund applications of the Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Western District Integrated Social Services Centre: 

(i)
An allocation of $22,000 for organising the “Youth Activities Promoting Family Relationship”. 

(ii)
An allocation of $15,000 for organising the “Child Personal Development Programme 2013”. 

(iii)
An allocation of $13,000 for organising the “Vagrants’ Song of Victory”.
(iv)
An allocation of $40,000 for organising the “Activities Promoting Familial Love”.

(C&W FC Paper No. 103/2013 and 104/2013)

33.
In regard to the fund application of the “Activities for Healthy Families during Students’ Summer Vacation”, Mr CHAN Chi-hung, Unit-in-charge of Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Kwun Lung Lau Community Work Office indicated that the tour would visit Sheung Shui Holiday Farm and Hong Kong Museum of History.  The programme aimed at enhancing participants’ understanding on local ecology and culture through family picnics during summer vacation.  The Chairman reminded that the organiser should have a clear priority in the organisation of those activities, making learning, rather than having fun, as the theme. 

34.
In regard to the fund application of the “Caring Activities at Mid-Autumn Festival”, Mr CHAN Chi-hung indicated that the centre would recruit volunteers in the district and teach them how to make moon cakes.  The finished moon cakes would then be gifted to the elderly people living alone at Kwun Lung Lau.  Moreover, the centre would hold a party on the Mid-Autumn Festival eve, bring festival fun to residents living at Kwun Lung Lau.  The Chairman asked how long the moon cakes would be kept after production and before distribution.  Mr CHAN Chi-hung responded that traditionally made moon cakes could not be eaten instantly.  Therefore the centre would distribute the moon cakes three to four days after production.  The Chairman reminded that the organiser should pay attention to the expiry date of moon cakes in order to safeguard the health of participants.  

35.
The Committee endorsed the following two fund applications of the Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association Kwun Lung Lau Community Work Office:

An allocation of $4,738 for organising the “Activities for Healthy Families during Students’ Summer Vacation”.

In regard to the fund application of the “Scheme to Support Elderly Carers to Reduce Pressure”, Mr TSUI Cheong-wah, Supervisor of Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui Western District Elderly Community Centre indicated that the scheme aimed at easing the stress of the elderly and carers through experiential workshops.  A “Works & Booklet of Appreciation” would be published to acknowledge the contribution of carers.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai reminded that the organiser should reserve adequate quantity of printed matters for C&WDC’s record.  Mr TSUI Cheong-wah responded that the centre promised to submit five to ten booklets of appreciation to the C&WDC after the scheme. 

37.
In regard to the fund application of the “Self-management Programme of Pain”, Mr TSUI Cheong-wah said that they applied for DC funds to organise similar programme last year and hoped to do it again this year.  The activity aimed to encourage the elderly to deal with pain positively and professionals such as physiotherapists, Chinese medicine practitioners and social workers would be invited to give topical talks with a view to enhancing the ability of the elderly to cope with pain. 

38.
In regard to the fund application of the “Community Activities”, Mr TSUI Cheong-wah said that the programme was mainly targeted at the retirees.  It allowed them to demonstrate their ability to the community through magic learning and performances so as to boost their confidence.  Besides, they would produce dramas with their real life stories as blueprints to share their life experiences with primary and secondary school students.  The Chairman asked the centre if they had experience in teaching magic to the elderly.  Mr TSUI Cheong-wah replied that the centre had organised magic classes for the elderly before, which was well attended and successfully helped the elderly regain their confidence after they were appreciated by audiences.  

39.
The Committee endorsed the following three fund applications of the H.K.S.K.H. Western District Elderly Community Centre: 
(i) An allocation of $38,820 for organising the “Scheme to Support Elderly Carers to Reduce Pressure”.
(ii) An allocation of $30,940 for organising the “Self-management Programme of Pain”.
(iii) An allocation of $30,000 for organising the “Community Activities”.

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 108/2013 to 111/2013)

40.
In regard to the fund application of the “Day Camp for Training Elderly Carers”, Ms SZETO Man-wah, Social Worker of the Central and Western District Elderly Community Centre of the St James’ Settlement said that the day camp would be held in November 2013 and the programme aimed to enhance communication skills, positive thinking and elderly caring skills of the elderly carers.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai asked about the difference between Mini-bus Escorting Service for Elders and the coach service.  Ms SZETO Man-wah replied that the users of the Mini-bus Escorting Service for Elders were disabled persons.  The service was for participants who had suffered from stroke and needed to use wheelchairs. 

41.
In regard to the fund application of the “Talent Show of the Elderly”, Ms SZETO Man-wah said that the centre would provide training to the elderly on dancing skills and these elderly would have performances in each elderly home and elderly centre.  The programme aimed to provide opportunities for the elderly to serve the society, build their confidence and team spirit.  The Chairman requested the organisation to supplement the details of dancing resources in the financial budget to the Secretariat after the meeting.

42.
In regard to the fund application of the “Special Training Group of New Performers on Stage”, Ms SZETO Man-wah said that this programme was a drama training targeted at the elderly in order to develop their confidence in serving the community through participation in playwriting and drama performances.  Mr KAM Nai-wai said that there were many drama troupes-in-residence in the Sheung Wan Civic Centre such as the Hong Kong Repertory Theatre and the Perry Chiu Experimental Theatre.  He suggested that the applicant organisations contact them for drama training.  Ms SZETO Man-wah replied that they would try to contact the relevant drama troupes to examine the possibility of cooperation. 

43.
In regard to the fund application of the “Sharing Programme for the Elderly”, Ms SZETO Man-wah said that the singleton elderly thought rather negatively since they were always alone.  Through thematic seminars and day camp under this programme, the elderly could learn about positive thinking and how to face various difficulties in their old age with an open mind.  Hot soup would be served to the elderly after the seminar so that the participants could feel the love from community. 

44.
The Committee endorsed the following four fund applications of the Central and Western District Elderly Community Centre of the St James’ Settlement:


(i) An allocation of $8,092 for organising the “Day Camp for Training Elderly Carers.
(ii) An allocation of $6,000 for organising the “Talent Show of the Elderly”.
(iii) An allocation of $14,000 for organising the “Special Training Group of New Performers on Stage”.
(iv) An allocation of $14,885 for organising the “Sharing Programme for the Elderly”.

45.
In regard to the fund application of the “Publication of a Book ‘Notes on Old Shops in Central and Western District’ (Enhanced Edition)”, Mr LEUNG Tsz-ho, Senior Project Officer of the Conservancy Association Centre for Heritage said that the centre successfully interviewed 16 old shops in the C&W District and their historical stories were compiled into a book.  The response of the public was encouraging and the books were soon sold out.  This year, the centre planned to publish an enhanced edition which would include more old shops in the C&W District, and launch the English version as well.  The centre would also organise guided tours for the public to visit old shops in the district so that the public could understand the history of the C&W District and the unique culture of old shops.  Mr CHAN Choi-hi asked about the type of additional old shops.  Mr LEUNG Tsz-ho replied that the edition published last year mainly included old shops in Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun and this year they planned to focus on old shops in Kennedy Town which mainly involved grocery shops. 
46.
Mr KAM Nai-wai said that as there were numerous old shops in the district, screening criteria should be adopted during selection.  For instance, interview priority should be given to those old shops which were on the verge of closure.  Mr CHAN Hok-fung said that the project was not cost-effective as most of its expenses were on printing.  He suggested that besides printing the book, an online version be provided so that more residents could have the opportunity to read the information.  The Chairman opined that the copyright of the book should belong to the C&WDC as it had subsidised the printing cost.  Moreover, he suggested that the online version be uploaded to the webpage of the C&WDC for public inspection.   

47.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $54,990 to the Conservancy Association Centre for Heritage for the “Publication of a Book ‘Notes on Old Shops in Central & Western District (Enhanced Edition)”.
Item 7:
Fund applications of the local organisations in the Central and Western District

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 113/2013 to 138/2013)

48.
The Chairman asked Members to refer to the Paper No. 113/2013 (3rd Revised) for 25 fund applications of local organisations in the district.  The Chairman and Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that they were members of the Central and Western District Association for Culture and Arts.  Miss LO Yee-hang, Miss SIU Ka-yi and Mr WONG Kin-shing declared that they were members of the Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun Area Committee.  The Chairman, Mr CHAN Hok-fung, Mr IP Kwok-him and Mr CHEUNG Kwok-kwan declared that they were members of the Kennedy Town and Shek Tong Tsui Area Committee.  The Chairman declared that he was the member of the Central and Western District Coordinating Committee on New Arrivals Service.  Mr CHAN Hok-fung declared that he was the member of the Advisory Committee of Caritas Mok Cheung Sui Kun Community Centre.  The Chairman declared that he was the Chairman of the Central and Western District Road Safety Campaign Committee.  Miss LO Yee-hang declared that she was the Honorary Legal Adviser of the Hong Kong Central and Western District Woman Association.  The Chairman declared that he was the Executive Committee Member of the Friends of Mount Davis.

(C&W FC Paper No. 130/2013)

49.
In regard to the fund application of the “Chiu Chow Opera Evening of the Central and Western District 2013”, Mr LIU Kai-ming, Chairman of the Central and Western District Association for Culture and Arts said that the association hosted the event every year for Chiu Chow people in the district.  Given the absence of active groups for Chiu Chow operas in Hong Kong, they invited the Sun Hon Kwong Chiu Chow Opera Troupe and Shantou Special Economic Zone Chiu Chow Opera Number Two Troupe for a joint performance.  With the provision of Chinese subtitles, residents who did not understand Chiu Chow dialect could also enjoy the performance.
50.
Ms CHENG Lai-king enquired about the method of ticket collection.  Mr KAM Nai-wai asked if tickets would be reserved for distribution by Members’ offices.  Mr LIU Kai-ming responded that tickets would be distributed to Chiu Chow groups in the district via the Social Welfare Department (SWD) and Members who were interested in obtaining tickets could contact the secretary of the association.  The Chairman supplemented that subvented arts and cultural groups had to reserve at least 10 tickets for each show to Members and distributed them through the Secretariat.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said that besides Members’ offices, residents could also obtain tickets from the Hong Kong Chiu Chow Chamber of Commerce and Chiu Yang Residents’ Association of Hong Kong.

51.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $58,930 to the Central and Western District Association for Culture and Arts for organising the “Chiu Chow Opera Evening of the Central and Western District 2013”.

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 114/2013 to 116/2013)

52.
In regard to the fund application of the “Performance Fun Day of the Elderly and Young People in Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun 2014”, Mr KAM Nai-wai reminded organisers to keep their voice down when organising events at Sheung Wan Cultural Square.  For instance, no loud amplifies should be used for testing before the event.  Mr HA Chung-kin, Chairman of the Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun Area Committee undertook to minimise noise nuisance caused to residents by the event.

53.
The Committee endorsed the following three fund applications of the Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun Area Committee:

(i) An allocation of $68,046 for organising the “Performance Fun Day of the Elderly and Young People in Sheung Wan and Sai Ying Pun 2014”. 

(ii) An allocation of $52,148 for organising the “Singing Performance in Celebration of the 11th Central and Western District Festival”. 

(iii) An allocation of $29,806 for organising the “Workshop of Making Handicraft”. 

(C&W FC Paper No. 117/2013)

54.
In regard to the fund application of the “Kennedy Town and Shek Tong Tsui Mid-autumn Lantern Carnival 2013”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai considered that the backdrop was rather costly and asked for an explanation from the event organiser.  Mr Bryan LEE, Liaison Officer (Kennedy Town, Mount Davis & Kwun Lung) of the C&WDO responded that the backdrop was more expensive with its larger area and they had selected the contractor with the lowest bid.  Moreover, the price of backdrop had not been adjusted with the inflation rate in recent years.  He thus hoped that Members would support the fund application.  The Chairman said that as there were metal frames behind the backdrop, a safety certificate issued by a structural engineer was required to ensure public safety.  Mr Bryan LEE supplemented that the fee for certification of construction safety was $5,000, which was not included in the price of the backdrop.
55.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $70,652 to the Kennedy Town and Shek Tong Tsui Area Committee for organising the “Kennedy Town and Shek Tong Tsui Mid-autumn Lantern Carnival 2013”. 

(C&W FC Paper No. 118/2013)

56.
In regard to the fund application of the “Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Training Scheme (2013-2014) Badminton Training Programme for the Youth in the Central & Western District”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai enquired about the achievements of the C&W District in badminton in the Hong Kong Games this year.  Ms YEUNG Nga-ting, Liaison Officer of the Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Association responded that the C&W District won a bronze medal in badminton mixed doubles this year, and the medalists were the assistant instructors of the C&W district team.  In addition, she supplemented that Mr ZHENG Yu-min, former Champion of Asia, was the coach both this year and last year.

57.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $85,870 to the Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Association for organising the “Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Training Scheme (2013-2014) Badminton Training Programme for the Youth in the Central & Western District”. 

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 119/2013 to 125/2013)

58.
In regard to the fund application of the “Concerto of Harmonious Families, Parents, Children and Volunteers”, Mr Savio CHIM, Welfare Worker of the Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road said that the centre had organised the same type of activities in collaboration with the Fight Crime Committee of the C&W District over the past few years to promote the message of harmony in families mainly through parent-child voluntary services and family trips. 

59.
In regard to the fund application of the “Elderly Fight Crime Ambassadors Scheme in Western Police District 2013-14”, Mr Stephen YIP, Chairman of the Fight Crime Committee of the C&W District said that the programme would be held jointly  with the Western Police District.  The theme was promotion of fight crime message.  A batch of junior elderly people would be recruited from the six elderly centres in the district concerned as Elderly Fight Crime Ambassadors.  They would visit elderly centres in the district to explain to the elderly the latest types of deception, hoping that the elderly could stay alert at all time. 

60.
In regard to the fund application of the “Police Ambassadors Scheme for Caring of Students in Western District 2013-2014”, Mr Steven YIP said that the scheme would be launched in four secondary schools in the Western District.  Each of the secondary schools would select not more than 40 senior students to be Police Ambassadors to assist form one students in adapting to the new learning environment and prevent bullying in schools.  Secondary School Liaison Officers and social workers in the Western Police District would coordinate and organise in schools training activities for ambassadors and friendship days to enable participants to build close relationship with mutual trust through mass games.
61.
In regard to the fund application of the “Central and Western District Fight Crime Carnival and Year End Fight Crime Campaign”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai enquired about the details of the pinwheel which was the publicity material.  Mr Steven YIP responded that as the date of the event was close to the year end when residents would seek good fortune with pinwheels, they had used pinwheels printed with fight crime messages as publicity materials in the last two years, which were well-received by the public. 

62.
In regard to the fund application of “An Activity Highlighting the Rapid Advancement of Central and Western District”, Ms LAU Wan-chau, Social Worker of the Hong Kong Young Women’s Christian Association said that the activity targeted at young people who were curious about drugs or had abused drugs.  Through training on performance arts, sharing by ex-abusers and organising anti-drug promotion activities in the community, the activity aimed to motivate those young people to say no to drugs and promote positive attitude towards life in the community.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai opined that the souvenirs priced at $10 each were quite expensive, and enquired about the type of the souvenirs.  Ms LAU Wan-chau responded that the type of the souvenirs had not been confirmed, however they would be relatively expensive as anti-drug messages had to be printed on them.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai reminded the organisation to lower the costs as far as possible when promoting anti-drug messages to avoid wastage.      
63.
The Committee endorsed the following seven fund applications of the Central and Western District Fight Crime Committee:
(i) An allocation of $10,000 for organising the “Concerto of Harmonious Families, Parents, Children and Volunteers”. 

(ii) An allocation of $20,000 for launching the “Elderly Fight Crime Ambassadors Scheme in Western Police District 2013-14”.
(iii) An allocation of $30,000 for organising the “Central and Western District Fight Crime Publicity Competition 2013-2014”.
(iv) An allocation of $22,000 for rolling out the “Police Ambassadors Scheme for Caring of Students in Western District 2013-2014”.
(v) An allocation of $35,000 for carrying out the “Central and Western District Fight Crime Publicity Campaign”.
(vi) An allocation of $53,000 for carrying out the “Central and Western District Fight Crime Carnival and Year End Fight Crime Campaign”.
(vii) An allocation of $29,900 for organising “An Activity Highlighting the Rapid Advancement of Central and Western District”.

The Committee endorsed the following three fund applications of the Central and Western District Coordinating Committee on New Arrival Services:
(i) An allocation of $10,000 for organising the “Youth Cricket Team and Fun Day 2013”. 

(ii) An allocation of $18,000 for launching the “New Arrivals Volunteering Training and Service Scheme”.
(iii) An allocation of $5,000 for organising “Parent-child Activities”.
(C&W FC Paper No. 129/2013)

65.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $80,000 to the Central and Western District Road Safety Campaign Committee for organising the “Central and Western District Road Safety Campaign 2013-14”.

(C&W FC Paper Nos. 131/2013 to 132/2013)

66.
In regard to the fund application of the “Tea Gathering with Singing and Dancing Activities”, Mr Winson CHEUNG, Centre-in-charge of the Yuen Yuen v-Learn Women Centre, said that the Centre would recruit 30 voluntary fans of singing and dancing and provide them with trainings in singing and dancing.  After trainings, the fans would be arranged to perform classic hits of the 1960s through the 1990s at the tea gatherings.  Also, “Classic Characters Imitation Contest” and “Elderly Fashion Show” would be held to radiate positive energy to the elderly people in the district.  The centre would organise three tea gatherings in total, serving 100 elders each time.  The Chairman said that as the remaining DC funds for applications from other local organisations was insufficient to cover fully the application amount, therefore it was decided to adopt last year’s practice that the remaining funds would be distributed proportionally among applicant organisations.  The ratio of allocation in the last year was 70% and it would be increased to 75% this year.  Mr Winson CHEUNG said that he had learnt about such allocation arrangement prior to the meeting. 

67.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai asked whether the part-time staff of the event was additionally recruited.  Mr Winson CHEUNG responded that those part-time staff was additional manpower and not the staff of the centre.  Mr YIP Wing-shing reminded that it was necessary for the organisation to print the logo of the C&WDC on souvenirs.  Mr Winson CHEUNG said that, to tie in with the theme of tea gathering, the souvenirs were mainly refreshments and items such as medicated oil which were suitable for the elders.  If those souvenirs were required to be printed with logo, the cost would be significantly increased, and hence they planned to pack the souvenirs into plastic bags and indicated on the bags that the souvenirs were gifted by the C&WDC.  The Chairman agreed to such approach and thought that printing the logo directly on the souvenirs might incur higher cost if the ordered quantity was small, but at least it was required to acknowledge the support of the C&WDC on the package.  Moreover, Mr YIP Wing-shing reminded that participants could not receive both refreshments and souvenirs, therefore the organisation should raise funds for purchasing refreshments itself. 

68.
The Committee endorsed the following two fund applications of the Yuen Yuen v-Learn Women Centre:

(i)
An allocation of $12,787.50 for organising the “Tea Gathering with Singing and Dancing Activities”.
(ii)
An allocation of $15.960 for organising the “Academy for the Senior 2013”.
(C&W FC Paper No. 133/2013)

69.
Mr CHEUNG Wing-wai, Event Coordinator of the Hong Kong Central and Western District Women Association Limited said that he had learnt before the meeting that the granted amount would be accounted for just 75% of the amount applied for and he would continue to apply for the fund.

70.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $39,486 to the Hong Kong Central and Western District Women Association Limited for organising “The Fitness Dance Competition for Reunification Cup in Central and Western District and Fun Evening Fitness Dance 2013 in Celebration of the 16th Anniversary of Establishing the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region”.

(C&W FC Paper No. 134/2013)

71.
In regard to the fund application of the “Mount Davis – Orienteering Activity 2013”, Ms Sinnie LEE, Event Coordinator of Friends of Mount Davis said that she knew before the meeting that the granted amount would be reduced.  In addition, this year would be the eighth year to hold the Mount Davis orienteering activity.  The objective of the activity was to promote preservation of military heritages and care for social resources, and let the residents get to know monuments in the C&W District.

72.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $29,895 to the Friends of Mount Davis for organising the “Mount Davis – Orienteering Activity 2013”.

(C&W FC Paper No.135/2013)

73.
In regard to the fund application of the “Women’s Assistance Programme”, Ms CHU Lai-wan, Social Worker of the Hong Kong Catholic Marriage Advisory Council Grace and Joy Integrated Family Service Centre (GJIFSC) said that the programme was designed to focus on positive psychology.  She also noted before the meeting that the amount of funds to be granted had been reduced.  Mr KAM Nai-wai supported the programme and opined that if more activities could be held to promote positive psychology, it would be of great benefit to the community.  He expressed his support for the services of the centre as requests for assistance concerning family problems received from the district would usually be referred to the GJIFSC.  Moreover, given that the GJIFSC only applied for the C&WDC funds once every year in the past and the amount was small, he opined that the Finance Committee might consider exercising its discretion to fully commit the funds to the centre.  The Chairman said that the amount of funds available for applications by other local organisations this year was only $300,000 and applications were dealt with on a first come, first served basis.  He suggested that the same arrangement as followed last year be applied in order to avoid any unfairness, i.e. the amount of funds available for applications submitted by other local organisations be reduced at a uniform rate.  In addition, due to time constraints, the current funding mechanism could not be immediately reviewed at the meeting.  It was thus suggested that improvements to this funding mechanism should be discussed at meetings in future.
74.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said that the SWD and GJIFSC were responsible for providing family services in the Central District and Western District respectively.  As family problems had becoming more and more serious in society nowadays, he suggested that the future funding estimate could earmark a special sum of money for the category of family services.  However, he opined that matters relating to the funding mechanism should be discussed at the beginning of financial year.  He also considered that last year’s practice should be followed and funding allocation to family services should be re-examined again next year.  Mr CHAN Hok-fung said that whether an annual recurrent funding should be earmarked for the GJIFSC was an issue worth discussing.  However, as the proposed funding allocation had been endorsed and there was no agenda item on reviewing the funding mechanism at the meeting, he suggested that the issue be discussed at meetings in the next financial year.  He opined that the direction of future discussions should focus on whether more funds should be allocated to small welfare institutions to prevent large NGOs from monopolising resources.
75.
The Chairman said that organisations had been informed of the arrangement for  reduction of funds approved beforehand and it was implemented upon obtaining  consents from applicant organisations.  He opined that this was the fairest way to deal with the issue under budgetary constraints.  Mr KAM Nai-wai reiterated his support to fully commit the funds to the GJIFSC.  However, if other Members did not agree with him, he would respect their opinion.  Mr Thomas NG said that his company was willing to sponsor some $2,000 to cover the difference between the amount applied and the amount approved.  The Chairman asked Mr Thomas NG to discuss such sponsorship arrangement with the person-in-charge of the centre.   

76.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $7,147.50 to the Hong Kong Catholic Marriage Advisory Council Grace and Joy Integrated Family Service Centre for organising the “Women’s Assistance Programme”.

(C&W FC Paper No.136/2013)

77.
In regard to the fund application of the “Concert of Chinese Musical Instruments in Celebration of the Chinese New Year”, Mr CHAO Chin-chung, Founder and Director of the CCC & Music Friends (CCCnMF) said that it was the first time for the CCCnMF to submit fund application to the C&WDC.  It was a professional Chinese orchestra with the aim of promoting arts and cultural events at district level and enhancing the understanding of Chinese music for residents in the C&W District through the performance.  Noting that the registered address of the CCCnMF was in Kowloon rather than in the C&W District, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai considered that, under budgetary constraints, priority of funding should be accorded to organisations that could provide services to the C&W District on an on-going basis.  The Chairman said that, as set out in the funding guidelines, the target groups should be residents in the C&W District but the address of the applicant organisation might not be necessarily in the C&W District.  Mr CHAO Chin-chung responded that the event had met the requirements set out in the funding guidelines as the event was mainly for people who lived, worked and studied in the C&W District and it was held in the C&W District. 
78.
The Chairman enquired about the arrangements for ticket distribution.  Mr CHAO Chin-chung responded that tickets might not be issued for the programme and the venue could accommodate about 300 audiences.  Some seats would be reserved for Members and some would be reserved for schools and social welfare organisations in the district.  The Chairman said that, for better crowd control at the venue, tickets should be arranged for the programme to avoid any chaotic situation.  He also suggested that some tickets should be given to the C&WDC for distribution.

79.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai opined that as the registered address of the organisation was in Kowloon, it was necessary to step up publicity in the C&W District so that residents could get to know this organisation.  Ms CHENG Lai-king said that the printing expenses for house programme were $5,300, i.e. around $10 each and the unit price seemed too high.  Mr CHAO Chin-chung responded that, in order to maintain professional image, the CCCnMF would not appoint low-quality designers.  It hoped that audiences could also experience arts administration of high standard while enjoying the performance of musicians.  The Chairman said that DC funding was not used for maintaining professional image and the design of house programmes should be as simple as possible to cater to the needs of the district.  He proposed excluding the expenses for the house programme and the organisation had to raise the relevant funds by itself.
80.
Mr CHAO Chin-chung asked whether it was possible not to provide house programmes to audiences.  Ms CHENG Lai-king said that the aim of the activities organised by the CCCnMF was to promote Chinese music and thus she opined that the organisation should at least produce leaflets to introduce to audiences the musical pieces presented.  It was a respect for the audience and the performance.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai supported the organisation in promoting district arts and culture but the focus should be put on the enhancement of arts rather than the printing of well-designed house programmes.  Moreover, the Chairman reminded the organisation that the community halls in the C&W District were well sought after and suggested it booking the venue as soon as possible.
81.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $14,700 to the CCCnMF for organising the “Concert of Chinese Musical Instruments in Celebration of the Chinese New Year”.
82.
The Chairman said that as the funding of $300,000 for applications from other district organisations had been fully allocated.  No applications from other district organisations would be accepted starting from now until the end of the financial year.
(C&W FC Paper No. 137/2013)

83.
The Chairman said that the following two applications would utilise the funding for applications from other district organisations (arts and cultural events) newly added this year.  As for the application of the “Puppet Show Fun Day”, Ms WONG Wai-chun, Executive and Actress of Wong Fai Puppet and Shadow Art Centre said that the event mainly comprised of two parts, namely workshops and performances.  Workshops would be held for children and teenagers, the objective of which was to teach them traditional Chinese culture and arts through simple puppets making.  Performances included fables and creative programmes.  Also, there were interactive sessions to showcase four different types of puppets to the audience so as to enhance their understanding of shadow plays.
84.
The Chairman asked where the event would be held as well as the publicity channels.  Ms WONG Wai-chun responded that tentatively the venue would be the community hall at High Street.  As for publicity, they would invite elderly centres and schools in the C&W District to help promote the event.  Mr KAM Nai-wai asked about the enrollment method and opined that it would be very inconvenient if residents had to go to the premise of the organisation at Shek Kip Mei for enrollment.  Ms WONG Wai-chun responded that they would streamline the enrollment procedures, e.g. reservation could be made by phone or by fax for the convenience of residents in the C&W District.  The Chairman reminded that as the event applied for the funding of the C&WDC, publicity should be made first in the district.  The main target audiences should be residents and students of the C&W District and sufficient tickets should be reserved for distribution by the Secretariat.  Moreover, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai asked why the fees of actors differed.  Ms WONG Wai-chun responded that the qualifications of actors varied and the hourly wages of actors with some years of experience would be higher than those of new entrants to the trade.
85.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $20,000 to Wong Fai Puppet and Shadow Art Centre for organising the “Puppet Show Fun Day”.

86.
In regard to the fund application of the “Hong Kong Dance Festival 2013 - Dancing Beans”, Ms LO LIU Yiu-chee, Executive Director of the Hong Kong Dance Federation Limited said that the application was a territory-wide event organised in support of the Hong Kong Dance Festival 2013.  It targeted children aged between 3 to 12 and provided dance training to them.  They would dance with participants of the other 17 districts together at 3 pm on 3 January next year as part of the opening ceremony of the Dance Festival.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai opined that this was a territory-wide event and the C&W District should participate actively.
87.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $20,000 to the Hong Kong Dance Federation Limited for organising the “Hong Kong Dance Festival 2013 - Dancing Beans”.

Item 8:

88.
The Chairman asked Members to refer the Paper No. 139/2013 (revised) for 29 fund applications of the committees and working groups under the C&WDC.  Ms CHENG Lai-king declared that she was a member of the Tung Wah Group of Hospitals Governing Committee.  Mr YIP Wing-shing declared that he was the President of the Hong Kong Island Federation.  Miss LO Yee-hang declared that she was the Honorary Legal Adviser of the Hong Kong Island Federation.  Mr IP Kwok-him declared that he was the Honorary Adviser of the Hong Kong Island Federation.  Mr CHAN Hok-fung declared that he was a member of the Hong Kong Island Federation.  The Chairman, Mr CHAN Hok-fung and Mr Thomas NG declared that they were Vice-presidents of the Association of the Hong Kong Central and Western District.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was a member of the Association of the Hong Kong Central and Western District.  Mr IP Kwok-him declared that he was the Honorary Adviser of the Association of the Hong Kong Central and Western District.  Miss LO Yee-hang declared that she was a member of Hong Kong Chinese Enterprises Association.  Mr YIP Wing-shing declared that he was the Honorary Chief Executive Officer of Tung Sin Tan.  Mr Thomas NG declared that he was a Council Member of Tung Sin Tan.  Miss LO Yee-hang declared that she was the Honorary Legal Adviser of Tung Sin Tan.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was a Council Adviser of Tung Sin Tan.

In regard to the fund application of the Steering Committee on Healthy City in the Central and Western District, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said that this year the Steering Committee adopted “Promoting Better Control of Hypertension Among Families” as  the theme of its activities, hoping to disseminate the messages of family health and prevention of hypertension.  Each co-organiser, based on the characteristic of its own community network, was responsible for different service users, namely the elderly, women, ethnic minorities and new arrivals.

In regard to the fund application of the “Celebration of the 64th Anniversary of the Establishment of PRC–National Day Carnival in HK Island”, Ms CHONG Fuk-yu, Secretary of the Hong Kong Island Federation said that as usual the organisation this year would join hands with the four districts on the Island to launch the National Day Carnival to be taken place at football courts 2 and 3 of the Victoria Park from 5:00 pm to 9:00 pm on 28 September 2013.  The event would feature game booths, stage programmes and children playing area so as to gather residents on the Hong Kong Island for celebrating the National Day.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai asked about the details of stage programmes.  Ms CHONG Fuk-yu responded that same as last year, folk song and dance performances along with acrobatic shows would be held this year.  Professional groups from the mainland would also be invited to perform in Hong Kong.  It was also expected to invite more local organisations to take part in performances.  However, the details had yet been confirmed as programmes were still in tendering process.

92. Mr HUI Chi-fung was aware that many Members were consultants of the applicant organisations.  He considered that if interests were involved, clear declaration should be made to allay the public’s concerns.  Also, he considered that the Hong Kong Island Federation had huge financial resources and the C&WDC should consider the cessation of financial assistance to the federation and leave the funding for organisations with greater needs.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said that if the C&WDC stopped co-organising the event with The Hong Kong Island Federation, it might have to bear greater costs on its own to hold an event of similar scale.  Mr IP Kwok-him indicated that the C&WDC was a consultative machinery which served to monitor the Government and reflect views of the public.  Holding large-scale events was an important channel to communicate with members of the public, therefore support should be given to the event.  Mr YIP Wing-shing said that on the Fund Allocation Seminar held at the beginning of the financial year, the estimates of expenditure for this year’s celebration on National Day and Hong Kong Special Administrative Region Establishment Day had been approved.  And as all resources for the event would be spent on members of the public, there would be no transfer of benefits.  The Chairman indicated that The Hong Kong Island Federation and Association of the Hong Kong Central and Western District were organisations established under Section 88 of the Inland Revenue Ordinance.  No pecuniary interests would be involved between Members and applicant organisations as Inland Revenue Ordinance prohibited directors and chairpersons of the organisations from acquiring benefits and required the organisations to disclose their financial results for public inspection.


93. Mr HUI Chi-fung clarified that he was not suspecting Members for intentionally concealing their relationships with the applicant organisations, but since the council should maintain a high level of transparency, the declaration of interests should be handled seriously.  He considered that the existing system for declaration had much room for improvement.  Besides, the resources of the C&WDC should be used on the residents of C&W District, yet the event was not held in the C&W District and there were many similar celebration activities held in the C&W District already.  To avoid duplication of resources, he considered that this fund application should be voted down and resources should be allocated to organisations with greater needs.  He therefore opposed this fund application.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai considered the event could enhance the public’s understanding of and sense of belonging to our country.  The event deserved support as it was not just an event for singing and dancing.
94. The Committee endorsed an allocation of $50,000 to the Hong Kong Island Federation for organising “Celebration of the 64th Anniversary of the Establishment of PRC - National Day Carnival in HK Island”.

95. In regard to the fund application of the Working Group on Tourism and Promotion of Commerce and Trade (Working Group on Tourism), Mr Kaiser CHAN, Liaison Officer I (District Facilities & Community Involvement) of the C&WDO said that the Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (stall items) was hosted by Tung Sin Tan and co-hosted by Working Group on Tourism.  This collaboration model had been adopted for a few years and if the C&WDC, instead of Tung Sin Tan, collected the stall rents, the fee levels would need to be approved by the Legislative Council and the procedures would be complicated.  So, for this application, Tung Sin Tan would be in charge of the stall management and collection of rents from hawkers, while the C&WDC would be responsible for programme arrangements.  Besides, the stall rent per day would be increased to $250 from $200 according to inflation and the safety requirement of temporary structure which had been enhanced by the C&WDC this year.  The Chairman reminded the organiser to show concern over the noise problem caused by stage programmes.  Mr Kaiser CHAN responded that the working group had always handled noise problems cautiously and upon receipt of public complaints, they would turn the volume down immediately.


96. The Committee endorsed the following two fund applications of the Working Group on Tourism and Promotion of Commerce and Trade:


(i) An allocation of $181,000 for organising “2013-14 Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (venue enhancement, performances and publicity items)”.

An allocation of $19,800 for organising “2013-14 Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (stall items)”.

100. The Committee noted that there were 43 activities to be executed by non-governmental organisations (NGOs) or local organisations for consideration at the present meeting.  Out of those 43 activities to be executed by NGOs or local organisations, the Chairman would select randomly 20%, i.e. 9 activities, on the spot for monitoring arrangements.
