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The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting.
2.
The Chairman said the Secretariat received prior to the meeting notifications from five Members that they would like to make oral statements at the meeting.  According to Order 26 of the Central and Western District Council Standing Orders (“Standing Orders”), any statement and question put to a meeting of the Council must be compatible with the functions of the Council.  According to Order 30 of the Standing Orders, an oral statement of a Member should not take more than five minutes.
3.
The Chairman invited Mr KAM Nai-wai, Ms CHENG Lai-king, Ms NG Hoi-yan, Mr HUI Chi-fung and Mr NG Siu-hong to make their oral statements one by one.
4.
Mr KAM Nai-wai indicated that the statement was long and would be divided into several parts and read out by different Members.  Mr KAM Nai-wai said that on behalf of Mr KAM Nai-wai, Ms CHENG Lai-king, Mr HUI Chi-fung, Mr NG Siu-hong and Ms NG Hoi-yan of the Democratic Party, he would like to make a joint statement to oppose to the evil extradition law, condemn violent suppression of student demonstrators by the Police, condemn Mrs Carrie LAM, the Chief Executive, and her officials under the accountability system who shamelessly refused to hold responsible for the incident and step down.  As part of the statement, Mr KAM would first like to observe one minute of silence for Mr LEUNG who died during a protest against the evil extradition law at the Pacific Place at night on 15 June.  Mr KAM invited attendants to stand up and began to observe silence.
5.
The Chairman hoped that the silence was observed also for the injured people in the demonstrations and the victim of a murder case in Taiwan.
6.
Mr KAM Nai-wai indicated that the observance of silence was concluded.  Mr KAM Nai-wai continued that 1 030 000 and 2 000 001 Hong Kong people participated in two historic large-scaled procession on two consecutive Sundays respectively, i.e. on 9 June and 16 June, objecting the evil extradition law and requesting the Chief Executive, Mrs Carrie LAM, to step down.  They requested Mr YIP Wing-shing, the Chairman of the District Council, again to convene a special meeting to discuss this issue and condemn the Government for turning a deaf ear to public opinion.  Chairman YIP not only refused to convene a special meeting, he also refused to list their discussion papers in an agenda of the District Council meeting.  He opined that Mr YIP was antagonising the public.  Over 1 030 000 and 2 000 001 people took to the streets and fight for freedom from fear.  In Mr KAM Nai-wai’s opinion, it was absurd that people’s requests could not be discussed at District Council meetings.  Mr KAM Nai-wai said Chairman YIP, who had not obtained the consent of the Central and Western District Council (“C&WDC”), made a joint declaration in the capacity of the C&WDC Chairman with the Chairpersons of the other 17 District Councils on 20 May, giving support to the submission of the Fugitive Offenders Ordinance amendment bill to the Legislative Council for rational discussion so that the evil extradition law could be processed and implemented.  Being elected by the pro-establishment and pro-government Members, Chairman YIP Wing-shing supported the evil extradition law in the capacity of C&WDC Chairman on one hand and obstructed the views of over one million Hong Kong people to be expressed at meetings of the District Council on the other hand.  Mr KAM opined that the behaviour of Chairman YIP was shameful.  On 12 June, student demonstrators were violently suppressed in the vicinity of Admiralty.  The demonstration was deemed a riot by the Commissioner of Police and the Chief Executive.  The entire Hong Kong was shocked.  The majority of people disagreed with the way the Police handled the conflicts on that day.  The Junior Police Officers’ Association of the Hong Kong Police Force had made a declaration.  According to them, police officers were under immense pressure since the outbreak of the riot on 12 June.  Police officers were publicly scolded.  They encountered non-cooperation from other departments and restaurants refused to provide services to them.  It was evident that Hong Kong people were extremely dissatisfied with the Police and the Police had become “rats on the streets”.  In order to address public dissatisfaction on the suppression of students by the Police on 12 June, it was important to find out the truth and let all parties have a fair treatment.  They suggested that an independent commission led by a Chief Justice be established to comprehensively probe into the incident on 12 June.
7.
The Chairman invited Ms CHENG Lai-king to make an oral statement.
8.
Ms CHENG Lai-king indicated that Mr LO Wai-chung, Commissioner of Police, met four staff associations of the Police on 19 June.  The four staff associations made a statement after the meeting that they strongly opposed the establishment of an independent commission of inquiry to probe into the incident on 12 June.  The pro-establishment and pro-government camp offered a justification in support of the extradition law, namely “why people were terrified by the extradition law if they were not criminals”.  She refuted these four police staff associations by the same justification.  Ms CHENG asked why police officers were terrified by an independent inquiry if they were not criminals.  She opined that the Police were only willing to be investigated by the Police.  She questioned how the Police could effectively carry out law enforcement if they were not supported by the public.  They asked the Police to think thrice and support the establishment of an independent commission of inquiry to find out who gave orders to open fire.  Nobody knew if it was the Commissioner of Police or the Chief Executive who gave orders to open fire.  Ms CHENG demanded to know who shot the demonstrators at their heads.  According to the Police General Orders, when using rubber bullets, a police officer could only shoot a suspect’s lower limbs at a distance of at least five meters.  However, every shot fired on 12 June was aimed at the heads of demonstrators and reporters.  They were outraged and would like to know who the black sheep of the Police were and who beat at will demonstrators that did not put up any resistance.  Police officers of the Special Tactical Squad (“STS”) did not display their police identification numbers and consequently no complaints could be filed.  The Secretary for Security explained on the previous day that the identification numbers of police officers were not displayed on their uniform because no space was designated for display of numbers in the design of the uniform.  His explanation was doubtful and Ms CHENG opined that the Secretary for Security should resign.  Ms CHENG wanted to know who said “you fucking reporter” on 12 June.  She thought that the Police had obstructed reporters in their reporting and humiliated religion.  What the Police had done on that day was in plain sight.  It would take a very long time to restore the public’s confidence in the Police.  Blindly following the instructions of the Communist Party, the pro-establishment and pro-government camp disregarded the dissident voices of the people, the Bar Association, 12 existing and former Chairmen of the Bar Association, the Law Society, professionals, middle class and owners of small shops.  In defiance of 1 030 000 demonstrators in Hong Kong, the camp supported the Chief Executive in forcing through the discussion and voting on the evil extradition law in the Legislative Council on 12 June.  The Chairman of the Legislative Council even set a deadline for the time of discussion.  Ms CHENG asked the Members at the meeting who were in the pro-establishment and pro-government camp that since they supported the Chief Executive in making an apology, whether they had considered apologising to the public and whether they could face the Hong Kong people with a clear conscience.  The Chief Executive held a press conference on 15 June, announcing suspension of the Fugitive Offenders Ordinance amendment bill and re-connection with the society.  While they watched the live broadcast of the press conference on television, they were furious.  Ms CHENG cited an article written by a commenter, Mr LAU Sai-leung.  The article said that “judging by her arrogance and absence of reflection at the press conference on Saturday, one could tell the suspension was only a strategical retreat because she could not win over the situation.  Once the opposition was mitigated, she would continue to antagonise the people.  The only mistake she thought she had made was to be misunderstood by people.”  The shameless behaviour of the Chief Executive infuriated the public.  On that night, a resident Mr LEUNG tried to hang a banner on a scaffold at the Pacific Place.  His intention was crystal clear, namely to raise objection to the evil extradition law and shooting of students.  Subsequently, Mr LEUNG committed suicide by jumping from height.
9.
The Chairman invited Ms NG Hoi-yan to make an oral statement.
10.
Ms NG Hoi-yan said that there were consequently over 2 000 001 Hong Kong people went out for demonstration on 16 June.  The people thought that there were no mobs, but only tyranny.  The demonstrators and the righteous Mr LEUNG put forward the same demands, including “anti-extradition”, “we are not mobs”, “releasing students and the injured” and “stepping down of Mrs Carrie LAM”.  Ms NG said the Government had committed an unforgivable mistake.  However, no official under the accountability system stepped down.  The Chief Executive felt emboldened and disregarded the demands of millions of people, simply because she had the blind support of a group of pro-establishment and pro-government supporters.  They, the five pro-democracy Members, urged people to register as electors by 2 July together with their relatives and friends and use their votes to request the pro-establishment and pro-government supporters to pay their debts.  They reiterated the following six points: 1. strongly demanded the withdrawal of the Fugitive Offenders Ordinance amendment bill; 2. strongly condemned the Carrie LAM Government for completely disregarding that 1 030 000 people participated in the procession on 9 June and 2 000 001 people in the procession on 16 June, demanding the withdrawal of the Fugitive Offenders Ordinance amendment bill and stepping down of Mrs Carrie LAM; 3. strongly condemned the Police for violently suppressing peaceful demonstrators and students by using rubber bullets, bean bag rounds, pepper balls and tear gas rounds on 12 June; 4. strongly requested Chief Executive Mrs Carrie LAM to step down to hold accountable for the incident; 5. Strongly condemned the Government for defining the conflict at Admiralty on 12 June as a “riot”; and 6. strongly urged the Government to establish an independent commission of inquiry to investigate the violent suppression of peaceful students and demonstrators by the Police on 12 June.
11.
The Chairman invited Mr HUI Chi-fung to make an oral statement.
12.
Mr HUI Chi-fung would like to, on behalf of residents of the Central and Western District and here at the C&WDC, solemnly tell all the C&WDC Members, including the Chairman and all the pro-government Members, as well as all the people and the media that the way the Government handled this incident pertaining to the evil extradition law was outrageous and lamenting.  After one million and two million people respectively took to the streets, the Chief Executive and Secretary for Security only responded by offering an apology.  Mr HUI questioned if an apology could address the anger of the people.  Subsequently, the Government did not withdraw the amendment bill and no officials under the accountability system stepped down.  The nature of the incident on 12 June had not been vindicated and was still regarded as a student riot.  The excessive use of force to hurt young people and demonstrators by the Police had not been investigated.  Mr HUI continued that many young people used their own sweat and blood to speak for Hong Kong.  Some young people used their lives to advise the Government and sacrificed their lives to protest the evil extradition law.  The Chief Executive and the Secretary for Security had not uttered a word of condolence.  He asked if they could face the deceased and their families and all the Hong Kong people with a clear conscience.  Mr HUI especially reprimanded Mr YIP Wing-shing, the Chairman of the C&WDC, because the Chairman publicly supported the evil extradition law and jointly requested with other Chairpersons of 18 District Councils a direct submission of the evil law to the Legislative Council for discussion with a view to bypassing the Bills Committee.  Consequently, the incident was escalated, causing public outrage and street protests.  Mr HUI opined that Chairman YIP Wing-shing should take the blame and offer a public apology.  He also condemned all the pro-establishment Members and not a single one of them dared to be present at the meeting, with the exception of the Chairman and Mr CHAN Chit-kwai.  Mr HUI said that if the Parties to which the pro-establishment Members belonged had not expressed their stance, the Chief Executive would not have been so arrogant, and the Government would be aware that there were insufficient votes to pass the legislation.  He opined that all the pro-government Members should hold responsible and asked them to apologise to the public.  They should apologise to the one million and two million people who took to the streets; to all the injured students and their families in the movement; and to the young man who sacrificed his life at Admiralty.  Mr HUI hoped to tell all the residents of Central and Western District and all the Members of the C&WDC that this incident was not over.  It should not be expected that meetings could be held as normal.  When the public was still furious, they, as representatives of the public, would follow through with it seriously and fight to the end at meetings of the District Council.  They would make use of every single occasion to condemn the Government; Mrs Carrie LAM, Chief Executive; Mr LEE Ka-chiu, Secretary for Security; Ms CHENG Yeuk-wah, Secretary for Justice; Chairpersons of 18 District Councils including the Chairman and Vice-chairman of the C&WDC; and all the pro-establishment Members.  They would follow through with this incident.
13.
The Chairman invited Mr NG Siu-hong to make an oral statement.
14.
Mr NG Siu-hong said he was the Member of the constituency in which Chief Executive Mrs Carrie LAM resided.  Prior to the procession of one million people on 9 June, he continuously expressed his opinion in public, including hanging banners outside the Government House and distributing leaflets on streets.  However, the Chief Executive did not listen.  After the procession of one million people, he and the others participated in a sit-in outside the Government House to request for withdrawal of the amendment bill, the Chief Executive did not listen.  After the violent suppression of the people by the Police on 12 June, the other Members and he jointly protested outside the Government House again.  However, all they could see was a group of anti-riot police and they could not proceed to the previous sit-in location to protest.  He opined that the demand for withdrawal of the evil extradition law was ignored by the Chief Executive, and complaints against the Police could not be lodged by the public because police officers did not display their police identification numbers.  He considered that the Chief Executive did not listen to the opinion of two million people, and did not have the courage to leave the Government House to listen to the voice of residents of the Mid-Levels.  Mr NG continued that vindication of the incident on 12 June and stepping down of the Chief Executive were the demands of residents of the Mid-Levels and Hong Kong people.  Mr NG considered that the Democratic Alliance for the Betterment and Progress of Hong Kong (“DAB”) and the pro-establishment camp were helping a tyrant to do evil.  They acted against public opinion and acted perversely.  The suspect of the murder case in Taiwan could have been handed over to Taiwan on a single-case basis, but they supported the implementation of the evil law.  Mr TO Kun-sun, Member of the Legislative Council, should have chaired the meeting.  However, Mr CHEUNG Kwok-kwan, Member of the Legislative Council from the DAB, initiated the proposal to disqualify Mr TO Kun-sun from chairing the meeting by circulation of email.  When the Police abused their power and suppressed peaceful demonstration by opening fire, the DAB highly commended the Police.  Consciously aware of the various imperfections in the legislative system of the Mainland, the DAB still held a candle to the devil and betrayed the people.  Mr NG cited the statement made by Cardinal Joseph ZEN Ze-kiun, “If these people are ignorant, they can be forgiven; but if they are aware of the truth and still continue to pursue their course, they are extremely evil”.  Mr NG opined that democracy was necessary, because there was no genuine justice without democracy; and there was no genuine happiness without genuine justice.  People from the Mid-Levels to Shau Kei Wan and from Yuen Long to Ap Lei Chau would continue to go to streets, the internet, District Councils and the Legislative Council to fight for the withdrawal of the Fugitive Offenders Ordinance amendment bill, vindicate the incident on 12 June, request stepping down of Mrs Carrie LAM and “I want genuine universal suffrage”.
15.
The five Members who had made oral statements repeated their slogan, “Request for withdrawal of the evil extradition law and immediate stepping down of Mrs Carrie LAM”.
16.
The Chairman indicated that the making of the oral statements was concluded and the meeting would continue.


Item 1: Adoption of the agenda
17.
The agenda of the meeting was adopted.

Item 2: Confirmation of the minutes of the 7th Finance Committee meeting in 2018-19
18.
The minutes of the 7th Finance Committee (“FC”) meeting in 2018-19 were confirmed by the Committee.

Item 3: DC funds financial report (2018-19)
(C&W FC Paper No. 103/2019 to 104/2019)
19.
The Home Affairs Department (“HAD”) had allocated $19,440,000 to the C&WDC in the year 2019/20 for organising community involvement (“CI”) projects.  As at 5 June 2019, after deducing a total of $809,269 to be carried forward to the year 2020/21, the C&WDC had endorsed $14,317,538.3 for CI projects, which accounted for 73.65% of the $19,440,000 allocated by the HAD.  The actual expenditure amounted to $3,670,589.2, accounting for 18.88% of the allocated funding.
20.
The Chairman reported that the FC had endorsed a total of 28 funding applications for CI projects by circulation of papers since the last meeting.  Members could refer to Paper No. 104/2019 for details.

Item 4: Funding applications of the committees and working groups under Central & Western District Council
(C&W FC Paper No. 106/2019 to 137/2019)
21.
There were 73 funding applications for consideration at the meeting, involving an allocation of $12,427,973, of which $4,977,773 was funding for the CI projects and $7,200,000 was funding for District Minor Works (“DMW”) projects.  If all the applications for CI projects were endorsed, the total amount of funds allocated by the FC of the C&WDC in 2019/20 would be $19,295,311.3.
22.
The Chairman invited Members to refer to Paper No. 106/2019 for a total of 31 funding applications from the C&WDC, its Committees and Working Groups.  The Chairman reminded Members to declare interests prior to the discussion of relevant applications if they had interests in the organisations making the applications.
23.
Mr HUI Chi-fung said Paper No. 106/2019 was a table listing the funding applications from the C&WDC, its Committees and Working Groups.  He asked why the funding applications of some local organisations, such as the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts, were listed in this table instead of in the table of funding applications of local organisations.
24.
The Secretary indicated that when the C&WDC prepared the proposal on DC funds allocation earlier on, some funds were allocated to its Committees and Working Groups.  As some of the funding applications of local organisations would use the funds allocated to the Committees and Working Groups, they were listed in this table.
25.
Mr HUI would like to clarify that the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts was not related to the District Office and was an independent local organisation.  He was concerned that it was misleading to incorporate their funding applications into this table.
26.
The Secretary indicated that the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts as well as other organisations such as the Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui, St. James’ Settlement and Caritas Hong Kong listed in the Paper were not directly under the C&WDC.  They were independent organisations and groups.
27.
The Chairman concluded that the Secretariat had incorporated some of the funding applications of the local organisations into this table to facilitate discussion and classification.  Members would discuss and consider each of these applications.
(Paper No. 107/2019)
28.
Regarding the funding application of “New Year’s Eve Countdown in Central & Western District 2019”, Mr HUI Chi-fung noticed from the Paper that the operation of the C&WDC would cease due to the upcoming District Council Election in this year.  As such, the District Officer would appoint a Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central and Western District 2019/2020 comprising of seven people to carry out various community activities.  Mr HUI asked the Secretariat if funding applications and activities were handled in a similar manner when there was an upcoming general election of the District Council previously.  He requested the District Officer to introduce members of the Working Group and their appointment criteria.
29.
The Secretary said that a Working Group had been established to organise major events in the district and assist in applying for funds from the FC when general election of the District Council was about to take place in 2015.
30.
Mrs WONG HO Wing-sze, District Officer (Central and Western), said that as explained by the Secretary, the District Office made similar arrangements when the previous District Council election was about to take place.  The District Office invited people in the district with more than ten years of experiences in organising activities to join the Working Group.  In 2015, there were totally four people in the Working Group.  The Working Group was further expanded this year.  The Chairman of the Working Group for this year was Mr YIP Chun-nam who took a leading role in the Central and Western District Fight Crime Committee, Fall/Winter Promenade and Central & Western District Festival.  He led other local parties to organise relevant activities and was experienced in organising activities.  Another member was Mr CHOW Chiu-sheung who was the Chairman of Central and Western District Coordinating Committee on New Arrival Services.  He always participated in district activities and elderly services.  Mr LAM Chun-fung, the Chairman of the Central and Western District Youth Programme Committee, was also a member.  Hoping that the Working Group comprised members from committees of various service sectors, Mrs WONG specially invited additional members from different sectors this year, including a headmaster of school and representatives of the social and welfare sector.  She said Ms CHAN Yuen-ling was headmaster of a secondary school and Ms Anna YEN and Mr CHEUNG Chi-kwan were representatives of non-government organisations (“NGOs”) of the Central and Western District.  Furthermore, the District Office would assign Assistant District Officer to act as a member.
31.
Mr HUI understood the criteria by which members were appointed by Mrs WONG.  However, he would like Mrs WONG to maintain political neutrality in appointing members.  It was because the issue about political neutrality was raised in individual incidents previously, including response made about allocation of funds by the FC.  According to Mr HUI’s understanding, the Working Group Chairman Mr YIP Chun-nam was a member of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference for a number of provinces.  During the umbrella movement, Mr YIP made a high-profile objection to the movement.  Mr HUI suggested that the District Officer should maintain political neutrality in appointing people of the local community to handle allocations involving large amount of funding in the future, and let all Members know clearly the background of each Working Group member.  In addition, as members of the Working Group were not required to declare interests according to the prevalent Standing Orders, he asked the District Officer whether she knew if any members of the Working Group needed to declare interests.
32.
Mrs WONG clarified that the Working Group had no authority to allocate any funds.  All the funding applications would be submitted to the FC for final consideration.  All the activities under funding applications lodged by the Working Group must be implemented according to the arrangements specified in the application forms.  Prior notification must be made to the Secretariat for any changes to activities.  If there was a substantial change, Members of the FC should be consulted.  Mrs WONG reiterated that the Working Group had no authority to allocate any funds.  Its major functions were to implement activities and provide local comments.  Just like the previous year, staffer members of the District Office carried out the coordination and were responsible for implementing the majority of activities.  In the past, the role of Members was to provide comments on the direction of major events.  In this year, the District Office invited people of the district to give opinions for the activities.  Finally, Mrs WONG would like to reiterate on behalf of the Secretariat that they had maintained political neutrality for the whole time.  There was no evidence from past incidents to demonstrate that she herself failed to maintain political neutrality.  The District Office had adhered to the principle of political neutrality.
33.
The Chairman said if Mr HUI still had questions or comments, he hoped that Mr HUI would take the last opportunity to express his views because the meeting was 30 minutes lagging behind the agenda schedule.
34.
Mr HUI indicated that as the Paper was submitted in the name of the Working Group, the handling of the subsequent Papers would be affected.  Mr HUI thought that the District Office had just clearly introduced the background of the Working Group.  He just hoped that this practice for every four years could be clearly recorded and the public could be well informed.  Besides, he would like to clarify that his previous comments mainly focused on the political neutrality of Mrs WONG in individual cases.  He opined that the rest of the civil servants of the District Office were politically neutral.
(Note: Mr HUI’s concern and the response made by the District Officer were detailed in paragraphs 89 to 92.)
35.
The Chairman indicated that Mr HUI’s views were recorded.
36.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $572,270 to the Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central & Western District 2019/2020 for implementing “New Year’s Eve Countdown in Central & Western District 2019”.
(Paper No. 108/2019)
37.
Regarding the funding application of “2019/2020 Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (venue enhancement, performances and publicity items)”, Mr CHAN Hok-fung declared that he was the Vice-chairman of Mount Davis Kai-fong Welfare Association which was a co-organiser of the activity.  Mr YEUNG Hoi-wing declared that he was Vice-president of Mount Davis Kai-fong Welfare Association.  The Chairman indicated that the declaration by Mr CHAN Hok-fung was at Tier 1 pursuant to the three-tier arrangement, i.e. the Member associated with the organisation in a nominal capacity, hence Mr CHAN could still take part in the discussion and voting; while the declaration of interest by Mr YEUNG Hoi-wing was at Tier 2, i.e. the Member associated with the organisation in an executive capacity, hence Mr YEUNG should remain silent during the discussion and abstain from voting.
38.
Mr KAM Nai-wai said he had to remind staff members responsible for this activity to pay heed to noise problem every year.  In fact, he received noise complaints concerning the activity every year.  As the location of the activity was in proximity to a residential development, Harmony Court, the complaints mainly came from this building.  Mr KAM hoped that (1) there was no broadcast before 12:00 noon including sound testing onstage; (2) public address system of the stage should not face Harmony Court; (3) The District Office and Environmental Protection Department (“EPD”) should measure the level of noise during the activity.  He indicated that the same suggestions had been put forward at previous meetings.  Mr KAM hoped that the EPD could provide the relevant figures so that he could report to residents.  Finally, he said that although there was no broadcast onstage in the morning, the District Office should liaise with the contractor to avoid generating loud noises during setting up of the venue.
39.
The Chairman indicated that the views of Mr KAM were recorded and asked the Secretary to pay attention.
40.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $225,000 to the Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central & Western District 2019/2020 for implementing “2019/2020 Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (venue enhancement, performances and publicity items)”.
(Paper No. 109/2019)
41.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $45,000 to Sai Ying Pun KaiFong Welfare Association for implementing “2019/2020 Fall/Winter Sheung Wan Promenade (stall items)”.
(Paper No. 110/2019)
42.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $100,000 to the Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central & Western District 2019/2020 for implementing “The Western Wholesale Food Market Flea Market cum Carnival 2020”.
(Paper No. 111/2019)
43.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $300,000 to the Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central & Western District 2019/2020 for implementing “Central and Western District Outdoor Educational Programme 2019”.

44.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $135,615 to the Working Group on Organisation of Fall/Winter Community Celebrations in the Central & Western District 2019/2020 for implementing “Harbour Cruise for Elderly 2019”.
(Paper No. 113/2019)
45.
Regarding the funding application of “Children Carnival of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China”, the Chairman indicated that the declarations of interest by Mr CHAN Hok-fung and Mr YEUNG Hoi-wing for Mount Davis Kai-fong Welfare Association were still valid.  Mr CHAN Hok-fung could take part in the discussion and voting whereas Mr YEUNG Hoi-wing should remain silent and abstain from voting.  Mr YIP Wing-shing declared that he was Honorary Director of Tung Sin Tan and he would not participate in the discussion and voting.  Mr YEUNG Hok-ming declared that he was a Director of the Federation of Parent-Teacher Associations of the Central and Western District Limited.  The Chairman said the declaration was at Tier 2.  Mr YEUNG Hok-ming should therefore remain silent and abstain from voting.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was a member of the Central and Western District Association for Culture and Arts and Director of the Central and Western District Children’s Choir.  The Chairman said the declaration was at Tier 1.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai could therefore still take part in the discussion and voting.
46.
Mr HUI Chi-fung said he had indicated many times that there were too many celebrations of the National Day and they were repetitive.  The District Council would hold an activity to celebrate the National Day, but at the same time allocations were also granted to other organisations to hold activities in celebration of the National Day.  He opined that the number of relevant activities should be reduced because District Council funds should not be used for one-off ceremonial activities or celebration of peace by singing and dancing.  Mr HUI hoped that the responsible person would introduce the process of the establishment, background and the members of the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China under the Working Group on Central & Western District Council Affairs.
47.
Ms HO Mo-lim, Officer-in-charge (Central) of the Central and Western District Office, indicated that the relevant co-organisers and assisting organisers of the activity were detailed in the Paper and she had nothing special to add.
48.
Mr HUI asked if all the co-organisers and assisting organisers were members of the Coordinating Working Group and if the group comprised any executives or officers who were responsible for decision making for the activity.
49.
Mr CHAN Hok-fung indicated that he was the Chairman of the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China.  Led by the District Council, the Coordinating Working Group had collaborated with the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts to organise a series of activities in the past.
50.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai said the Paper indicated that the assisting organisers were mainly responsible for assisting in publicity work and implementation of the activity on the day concerned.  He would like to be informed of the details.
51.
Ms HO Mo-lim said the District Office would write to invite assisting organisers to hold stall games on the day of activity.
52.
Mr HUI Chi-fung thanked Mr CHAN Hok-fung for his reply.  Not being a member of the Coordinating Working Group, he had no idea of its operation.  He would like to know who other members were, how the Coordinating Working Group was set up and the number of meetings the Coordinating Working Group had convened.
53.
Ms CHENG Lai-king indicated that this year marked the 70th anniversary of the National Day and asked if new and special elements would be incorporated into the activity.
54.
Mrs WONG HO Wing-sze, District Officer (Central and Western), indicated that Ms BOOK King-shun, Secretary of the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China, could introduce the establishment of the Coordinating Working Group.  Ms BOOK said that following past practice, Members of the Working Group on Central & Western District Council Affairs established the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China at the meeting on 3 May.  Subsequently, the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China held its first meeting on 13 June.  At the time, the Secretariat issued letters to invite all the Members to join the Coordinating Working Group.  Members were required to enrol for joining the Coordinating Working Group.  The Secretariat received three enrolments from Members by the deadline, including Mr YIP Wing-shing, Mr CHAN Hok-fung and Mr YEUNG Hok-ming.  These three Members attended the first meeting of the Coordinating Working Group on 13 June.
55.
Mrs WONG said the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China held its first meeting on 13 June.  In addition to the aforesaid three members, all the representatives of the co-organisers and assisting organisers also attended the meeting.  Among these co-organisers and assisting organisers, some were committees appointed by the District Officer and some were local groups that were active in organising activities in the district.  In response to the enquiry of Ms CHENG, Mrs WONG said the event had been held for the past few years.  In view of the keen interest shown in parent-child activities in the district, the District Office continued to organise the activity.  As regards the content of the activity, details of art education workshops would be discussed with contractors upon completion of the quotation procedures later.
56.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $220,554 to the Central & Western District Coordinating Working Group for the Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China under the Working Group on Central & Western District Council Affairs for organising “Children Carnival of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China”.
(Paper No. 114/2019 to 115/2019)
57.
Regarding the funding applications of “Gala Evening of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China” and “National Day Carnival of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China”, Mr HUI Chi-fung said he understood that the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts was not under the District Council.  He would like to be informed of the structure, background and previous activities of this Celebration Committee.
58.
Mr QIU Song-qing, Executive Vice Chairman of the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts, indicated that the Celebration Committee comprised of people from the local community and had experiences of holding activities in celebration of the National Day for more than 20 years.
59.
Mr HUI asked if there was any change of members of the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts upon its establishment every year.  Mr HUI noticed that the Celebration Committee was not a first-time applicant and had applied for funding to organise activities in celebration of the National Day in the past years.
60.
Mr QIU Song-qing said that the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts was established every year.  As for the membership composition, some were old members while some were newly joined members.
61.
Mr HUI understood that the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts was registered under the Societies Ordinance.  If the Celebration Committee was established every year, he asked the Secretariat whether it could be regarded as a new applicant organisation.
62.
The Chairman indicated that there were probably a change of term of office and members for every society.  Nevertheless, the society concerned was still an independent unity.
63.
The Committee endorsed the following two applications submitted by the National Day Celebration Committee of The Central and Western Districts:
-
an allocation of $115,000 for organising “Gala Evening of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China;
-
an allocation of $115,000 for organising “National Day Carnival of the Central & Western District in Celebration of the 70th Anniversary of the Founding of the People’s Republic of China”.
(Paper No. 116/2019)
64.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $90,000 to the Working Group on Central & Western District Council Affairs for implementing “Publication of C&W DC Report (2016-2019)”.
(Paper No. 117/2019)
65.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $15,800 to H.K.S.K.H. Western District Elderly Community Centre for implementing “‘I’m Smart’ Community Promotion Programme 2019”.
(Paper No. 118/2019)
66.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $58,100 to St. James’ Settlement Central and Western District Elderly Community Centre for implementing “Health and Happy Life – Holistic Health Promotion Project for the Elderly 2019-2020”.
(Paper No. 119/2019)
67.
Regarding the funding application of “International Day of Disabled Persons in the Central and Western District 2019”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was the Chairman of the Steering Committee on Healthy City in the Central and Western District to which the application related.  The Chairman indicated that as the Steering Committee on Healthy City in the Central and Western District was under the District Council, Mr CHAN could still take part in the discussion and voting.
68.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $103,000 to Caritas Rehabilitation Service Parents Resource Centre for implementing “International Day of Disabled Persons in the Central and Western District 2019”.  This allocation was provided by the Labour and Welfare Bureau.
(Paper No. 120/2019 to 122/2019)
69.
Regarding the three funding applications submitted by the Working Group on Concern over Building Management in the Central & Western District, Mr HUI Chi-fung said that Certificate Course on Building Management in Central & Western District were mainly held in the Western District and the majority of other activities were also held in the Western District.  Fewer activities were organised in the Central District.  He would like to be informed of the latest arrangement.
70.
Miss LO Yee-hang, Chairlady of the Working Group on Concern over Building Management in the Central & Western District, said that the issue had been discussed at the meeting of the Working Group.  After gathering of information, staff of the District Office considered that H6 Conet was a suitable venue, but booking of the venue concerned was difficult to make and instant payment was required.  As the funding applications were still pending approval from the FC, it could not be confirmed that the activities concerned could be held at H6 Conet for the time being.  As such, the Working Group tentatively considered that the activities would be held at the venue of the Central District Kai-Fong Welfare Association.
71.
Mr KAM Nai-wai opined that the Central District Kai-Fong Welfare Association had a clear political stance and the activities should not be held at their venue if possible.  Mr KAM thought that many venues at H6 Conet were available and the only problem was instant payment for booking.  He hoped that the District Office could help to solve the problem.
72.
Miss LO Yee-hang hoped that the District Office could help to reflect the problem to the Urban Renewal Authority (“URA”).  It was hoped that flexibility could be exercised in respect of booking of venues by the District Office and District Council.
73.
Mr HUI Chi-fung opined that the only problem was booking of the venue and it was an administrative issue.  He hoped that the District Office would liaise with the URA to solve the problem.  Furthermore, Mr HUI indicated that the Working Group had previously held activities at the venue of the Central District Junior Police Call and asked if Miss LO Yee-hang would consider this venue.
74.
Miss LO Yee-hang indicated that the District Office could be asked to study the feasibility of holding the activities at the venue of the Central District Junior Police Call.
75.
The Chairman said that he had attended the meeting of the Working Group on that day.  At that time, attendees of the meeting also strived for holding activities in the Central District.  If the FC endorsed the funding applications, the Working Group could contact H6 Conet and use their venues to hold the activities.  This approach would be the best option.
76.
Ms CHENG Lai-king said that venues at Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road and PMQ were also available for booking.  She hoped that the Working Group would consider these venues and rely less on the venue at Kennedy Town Community Complex at Rock Hill Street.
77.
Mrs WONG indicated that she understood the Working Group on Concern over Building Management in the Central & Western District had previously held building management workshops in Central District.  The District Office would hold activities alternatively in Central District and Western District subject to availability of venues.  Besides, she was currently discussing with the URA about offering waivers for hire of venues to the District Office because the activities organised by the District Office were mainly to serve residents.  She would keep Members posted of any latest progress.
78.
The Committee endorsed the following three applications submitted by the Working Group on Concern over Building Management in the Central & Western District:
-
an allocation of $22,000 for implementing “Building Management Workshops in Central & Western District 2019”;
-
an allocation of $45,000 for implementing “Design and Printing of Central & Western District Building Management Newsletter”;
-
an allocation of $21,110 for implementing “Certificate Course on Building Management in Central & Western District”.
(Paper No. 123/2019)
79.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $5,750 to KCOBA Primary School No. 2 for implementing “Rally Together to Show You Care”.
(Paper No. 124/2019)
80.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $10,000 to BGCA Jockey Club Sheung Wan Children and Youth Integrated Services Centre for implementing “The 3rd Central and Western District Joint Primary School Volunteer Project”.
(Paper No. 125/2019)
81.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $10,000 to Sai Ying Pun KaiFong Welfare Association for implementing “RUN to FIT”.
(Paper No. 126/2019)
82.
Regarding the funding application of “Families Below the Victoria Peak – Improve Community Environment Project”, Mr NG Siu-hong declared that he was the Chairman of the Advisory Committee of Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road.  Ms NG Hoi-yan declared that she was a member of the abovesaid Committee.  The Chairman indicated that as the two Members associated with the organisation in a nominal capacity, they could still take part in the discussion and voting.
83.
Mr YEUNG Hok-ming said some NGOs assisted in collecting supplies in recent demonstrations.  Some even made statements to support or oppose one of the parties.  He asked if these organisations were political bodies.  Mr YEUNG stressed that his question did not direct against Caritas Community Centre - Caine Road.  As Mr HUI Chi-fung previously questioned if some organisations were political bodies and asked Mrs WONG to perform political vetting, he would like Mrs WONG to answer his question.
84.
The Chairman indicated that the FC did not perform political vetting at its meeting and relevant issues had been discussed in the previous meetings.  There was no definition of a political body under prevalent legislation.  An organisation could not be regarded as a political body for its political stances.  He believed that the Secretariat had verified if an organisation was qualified for funding upon preliminary examination.
85
Mr YEUNG Hok-ming hoped that an endorsement of allocation of fund by the Committee could be made against this criterion.
86.
Mr HUI Chi-fung disagreed with the criterion put forward by the Chairman because it was stipulated in the Manual on the Use of District Council Funds that a political body was unqualified for an application.  He opined that the Secretariat should examine an organisation and be satisfied that it was not a political body in the first place.  In response to his previous enquiries, the District Officer had not made any reply on whether an applicant organiser was a political body.  This was one of the reasons why he was sceptical about political neutrality of the District Officer.  Mr HUI opined that Members did not have to be evasive in questioning if an organisation was a political body.  If a Member opined that Caritas Hong Kong was a political body, he could point out Caritas’ stance by making reference to its objectives, history and activities.  He opined that there was room for discussion for every organisation.  Mr HUI opined that if a Member had questions on the information of an organisation, it was reasonable for him to request a response from the organisation concerned.  The questions should not be ignored just because the District Council could not determine whether an organisation was a political body.  Apart from this, Mr HUI opined that the District Council should review how a political body was defined under the Standing Orders at its meetings.
87.
Mr CHAN Chit-kwai opined that if the guidelines were formulated by the HAD, the question about definition of a political body should be addressed to the HAD.
88.
The Chairman read out the guidelines set out in the Manual on the Use of DC Funds, namely “the offices of Legislative Council Members, DC Members, political parties and associations, however, are not regarded as NGOs for the purpose of applying for DC funds”.
89.
Mrs WONG HO Wing-sze, District Officer (Central and Western), indicated that the same issue had been discussed at a previous meeting of the FC.  At that time, Mr HUI asked if one of the organisations was a political body.  She did not reply because, as the District Officer, she had explained many times that only the District Council had the power to endorse District Council funds.  The Secretariat did not vet the funding applications.  It only assisted NGOs in checking if their funding applications had exceeded the funding limit of the District Council and in checking if applications were qualified and furnished the information to Members.  If the Secretariat spotted any problem in an application, they would notify the NGO concerned and the FC of the issue.  However, the final authority in endorsing an allocation was vested in the District Council.  Even if there was different understanding of the guidelines among the Members, the Members would have to discuss and resolve the issue themselves.  The District Officer would not make the relevant decision.  Mr HUI opined that she was not politically neutral because she did not make a reply to the question on whether an organisation was a political body at that time.  Mrs WONG respected Mr HUI’s opinion, but she had explained that the real authority was vested in the District Council rather than the District Officer.  As such, she did not make any further response and judgement.  She found it hard to comprehend how she did not exercise a power which she did not possess had anything to do with her political neutrality.  Mrs WONG supplemented that the eligibility criteria for application were set out in 6.3.1 of the Manual on the Use of DC Funds.  According to guideline 6.3.1, “Government departments, DCs and C/WGs under DCs/DOs are eligible to apply for DC funds.  In addition, NGOs fulfilling the following criteria are also eligible: a statutory organisation or an organisation registered under the laws of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (e.g. the Companies Ordinance, the Societies Ordinance, and the Inland Revenue Ordinance) and established wholly or mainly for the benefit of the district in which it is set up.  For territory-wide organisations established to serve the public as a whole, their application should involve a project that will benefit the local community and the people who live, work or study in the district; or an autonomous body of persons (whether incorporated or not) established wholly or mainly for the benefit of the district in which it is set up; or an organisation established to serve the general public which organise activities for the benefit of the local community and the people who live, work or study in the district.”  According to guideline 6.3.2, “the offices of Legislative Council Members, DC Members, political parties and associations, however, are not regarded as NGOs for the purpose of applying for DC funds”.  As such, the two guidelines should be considered and read together.  As for political parties mentioned in the guidelines, there was a clear explanation in Section 60A of the District Councils Ordinance.  Besides, Mrs WONG believed that Members fully comprehended the definitions of offices of the Legislative Council Members or District Council Members.  As per definition of a political body, there was no definition of a political body under the Manual on the Use of DC Funds and the District Councils Ordinance according to Mrs WONG’s knowledge.  According to past experiences, the District Council would consider whether the applicant organisation was a political body and determine if allocation of fund was approved.
90.
The Chairman reiterated that there was no definition of a political body.
91.
The Vice-chairman agreed with Mrs WONG.  The Vice-chairman indicated that Mr HUI focused on the political stance of an organisation on a particular incident and then determined whether the organisation was a political body.  In his opinion, the independent opinion an individual or an organisation expressed on an incident did not represent that it was a political body.  For example, the Bar Association always expressed their views on different incidents, but it was not regarded as a political body.  The Vice-chairman opined that in assessing whether an organisation was a political body, consideration should be given to whether the objectives and stance of the organisation were to achieve a political purpose.  If the organisation had no political agenda upon its establishment and only expressed its political stance towards a policy or incident, it should not be defined as a political body.  He hoped that Members could clearly and impartially consider the issue by using this example.
92.
Mr HUI Chi-fung said he did not put forward any question on whether an organisation was a political body at this meeting.  However, there was a discussion about the Association of Chinese Culture of Hong Kong at a previous meeting of the FC.  According to the website of this organisation, it opposed independence of Hong Kong.  This clearly showed it was a political body.  Mr HUI reiterated that a political body was unqualified for allocation of DC funds under the Manual on the Use of DC Funds.  He agreed with the procedures just mentioned by Mrs WONG.  He only challenged that if the Secretariat preliminarily examined whether an applicant was qualified, there was no reason for the Secretariat not to check if the organisation had assigned its members to participate in elections.  The Secretariat should also check the objectives shown on its website to assess if it was a political body.  The Secretariat was not utterly devoid of this function.
93.
Mr CHAN Hok-fung said the organisation’s objection to independence of Hong Kong as mentioned by Mr HUI was allowed by the Basic Laws.  A support allowed by the laws had nothing to do with politics.
94.
Miss LO Yee-hang said according to what she recalled, Caritas Hong Kong held discussion forums prior to every election.  She thought that these activities were political.
95.
Mr YOUNG Chit-on indicated that support of independence of Hong Kong was contrary to the constitution.  He thought it was unfair that organisations in support of basic legal principles such as One Country Two Systems were defined as political bodies because all organisations in support of lawful principles would be regarded as political bodies.  He opined that support of the rule of law should not be considered as a political stance.
96.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $10,000 to Caritas Community Centre – Caine Road for implementing “Families Below the Victoria Peak – Improve Community Environment Project”.
(Paper No. 127/2019)
97.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $700,000 to the Culture, Leisure & Social Affairs Committee for implementing “Festive Lantern Decoration in Sun Yat Sen Memorial Park, Belcher Bay Park and Hollywood Road Park (2019/2020)”.
(Paper No. 128/2019)
98.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $400,000 to the Food, Environment, Hygiene & Works Committee for implementing “Environmental Hygiene Study: Study on Frequent Appearance of Wild Pigs in the Central and Western District at Night Searching for Food and Causing Nuisance to Pedestrians”.
(Paper No. 129/2019)
99.
Regarding the funding application of “Clean Recycling is Most Important”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai declared that he was an advisory member of Caritas Mok Cheung Sui Kun Community Centre.  The Chairman indicated that the declaration of interest was at Tier 1.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai could still take part in the discussion and voting.
100.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $25,000 to Caritas Mok Cheung Sui Kun Community Centre for implementing “Clean Recycling is Most Important”.
(Paper No. 130/2019)
101.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $30,000 to H.K.Y.W.C.A. Central, Western & Islands District Youth Outreaching Social Work Team for implementing “‘Green stalls’ in Hong Kong Flower Show 2020”.

(Paper No. 131/2019)
102.
Regarding the funding application of “Be Smart, Reduce and Recycle Waste!”, Ms CHENG Lai-king declared that she was the Chairlady of the Working Group on Environmental Improvement, Greening and Beautification Works in C&W District.  The Chairman indicated that as the Working Group was under the District Council, Ms CHENG could take part in the discussion and voting.  Mr CHAN Chit-kwai indicated that he was the first Chairman of the Central & Western Mid-Levels Owners Association, but he currently had no connection with the Association.
103.
Ms NG Hoi-yan indicated that she had previously enquired about the content of the workshop at a meeting of the Working Group and she would like to know if there was any amendment to the content of the workshop.
104.
Ms WONG May-wai, Chairperson of the Central & Western Mid-Levels Owners Association, indicated that some members suggested reducing expenses on the closing ceremony at the meeting of the Working Group and using the resources for the benefit of residents.  They were planning to add three workshops and invite parents to attend with their children.  Representatives of the Conservancy Association and Green Power would be invited to act as instructors to show participants how waste could be recycled.  The programme was also comprised of three one-day trips to enhance participants’ understanding of the geological conditions of Hong Kong.  In addition, 20 visits to buildings would be arranged to promote environmental concepts in the form of parent-child activities.
105.
Ms CHENG Lai-king said the District Council Election would be held in November this year.  As content of the programme included visits to buildings, she hoped the applicant organisation would take care that such visits did not involve canvassing activity.  In addition, as the closing ceremony would be held in Belcher Bay Park, some members of the Working Group suggested deleting the expenses concerning the stage.  She asked if the existing budget included setting up of the stage.
106.
Ms WONG May-wai replied that the relevant expenses had been deleted.
107.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $147,200 to the Central & Western Mid-Levels Owners Association for implementing “Be Smart, Reduce and Recycle Waste!”.
(Paper No. 132/2019)
108.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $53,400 to the Concern Group on the Development of Markets in the Central and Western District for implementing “Production of Souvenirs for Publicity in Market”.
(Paper No. 133/2019 to 137/2019)

110.
The Chairman invited Members to refer to Paper No. 138/2019 for a total of 25 funding applications from local organisations.  The Chairman reminded Members to declare interests prior to the discussion of the relevant applications if they had interests in the organisations making the applications.
(Paper No. 139/2019)
111.
Regarding the funding application of “Central & Western District Recreation and Sports Training Programme (2019-20)”, Mr CHAN Chit-kwai indicated that he supported the application.  He was the leader of the tennis team of the Central and Western District in the Hong Kong Games for this year.  He suggested that the Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Association should consider providing tennis training to train players to participate in inter-district competitions subject to availability of resources.
112.
The Committee endorsed an allocation of $373,800 to the Central and Western District Recreation and Sports Association for implementing “Central & Western District Recreation and Sports Training Programme (2019-20)”.
(Paper No. 140/2019 to 145/2019)
113.
