Public Concerns about Stage 2 Project
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Reasons for On-line Widening Scheme

m On-line widening to dual two-lane carriageway is
recommended based on considerations on traffic, land
requirement, ecology, environmental impact, construction
cost and effectiveness, etc.

= On-line widening scheme enables improvement to the
pedestrian crossing facilities (e.g. addition of subway at
Pak Sha Wan to replace the existing signalized junction
which is one of the causes for traffic congestion),
improves sight lines at curves, and provides additional
associated facilities (e.g. bus lay-bys and parking spaces)

= On-line widening scheme does not affect the natural
conservation zone, country park or marine protection zone,
and minimizes land resumption
