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Since the living environment of residents in Yaumatei neighborhood may not be ideal,
the benches in Ferry Street playground are very popular, with 80% usage rate from
morning to evening. Most of the neighbors are elderly and have limited mobility.
Some use crutches and some use wheelchairs.

With the playground transformation, we recommend to segregate elderly fitness
area with children's play area to prevent children from bumping onto elderly when
